Huggenberger, City Attorney: |'m appearing, M. Canp, because of the
guestions you had last week and in reviewing the cases that M. Paul
Shuttle cited | ast week, | didn't recogni ze themat the tine he cited them
because |'ve never had a conversation with M. Shuttle about any of these
cases. These are old cases. W' ve reviewed these cases before. | don't
think they raise any new issues or issues that we haven't discussed
bef ore. They certainly don't represent any provisions that we're

considering related to the underground requirenent. They sinply indicate
that a city must have reasonable regulations in it's right-of-way and in

it's and applying to the use of right-of-way and that's virtually all it
says about the provisions. So, | don't have any further comment than
that. We don't, we think we're in conpliance with what these court cases
i ndi cate.

Jon Canp, Council Menber: And, | appreciate your doing this,
Steve,. M concern was that we not open the City to sone liability fl ood
gate.

M. Huggenberger: And, | might add even if | had an argunment about
those cases it's ny understanding, and again today talking with Alltel,
Anendrment No. 7 represents a settlement of the issues and the argunents
that we have. W're not pressing any further arguments and ny
understanding is they're not either because we're going to live with what
Anendnent 7 suggests.

M. Canp: Thank you for all your work.

Bill Austin, 301 S. 13th St.: |'mhere appearing on behal f of the
Lincoln Electric System solely in relation to what | think has been
designated as Anendnent No. 8. That is the one would provide an

exceptionto City utilities and departnents fromthose provisions relating
to the posting or depositing of performance or financial guarantees or the
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mai nt enance of insurance. The Lincoln Electric Systemhad requested that
anmendnent to the ordinance and |I'm really here just to answer any
guestions that you may have. | have only a couple of coments as to why

we felt that an anendnent such as that woul d be appropriate, first and so
far as the posting of bonds as contenpl ated by t he ordi nance are concer ned
| have serious doubts as to whether the City could be both the principa

and the obligee on a bond at the sane tinme so it really doesn't nake sense
to ask the Lincoln Electric Systemwhich really is part and parcel of the
City of Lincolnitself for a bond. Simlarly, with those provisions that
relate to the posting of the $50,000 deposit for work performed in the
right-of-way and such things. Again, it doesn't nmke sense to ask
yourself to post noney because once again it (inaudible) that the
budgetary ultimate authority for the Lincoln Electric Systemso you woul d
hope that those matters will be taken care of and there's really no need
to have LES funds set aside for that purpose. It just doesn't seem
appropri ate. As for the insurance provisions we don't think that the
i nsurance provisions would pertain to LES or should pertain to them |

woul d point out that there are a nunber of provisions included within the
i nsurance requirenents in this ordinance which actually look Iike those
sort of insurance provisions that you would require of the contractor who
is acting as your agent or someone who is doing work on your behalf. So
far as his provisions relating to autonobile insurance and workers
conpensation insurance really doesn't make nuch sense to ask LES or
per haps or any of the other utilities, for that matter, or those sorts of,

those sorts of insurance requirenents. To point that that would be
sonething of a problemto Lincoln Electric System because they are self-
insured as far as workers conpensation is concerned certainly up to an
excess anopunt. And, so also, | believe they are self-insured. They have
a very high self-insured retention for autonmpbile insurance and public
liability insurance itself as does the City of Lincoln. And, again these
are the types of provisions that you require of soneone who you are
uncertain as to whether they will be able to nake paynent or neet their
obligations and here you have control of it yourself. So, that's the
reason why we asked for that exception. W weren't really |ooking for
any, you know, really special treatment that we're asking for treatnment
t hat nakes sense under the circunmstances. So |'d be happy to answer any
guestions that you nmight have. But, that was, that's the only reason for
ny appearing on it.

M. Canp: Bill, |I guess the only question that | would have in
addition to those that you addressed and anticipated is why would we
expect nore of a private entity than we woul d of ourselves?

M. Austin: Well, | think that to some extent that you are doing
that for the purpose of assuring the public that you have provided for
sufficient funds for the performance of various acts and | think when it
is you yourself that is perform ng those acts you know that, that those

requi renents will be fulfilled. | say that in particularly inrelationto
the i nsurance requirenents. As for the bond | really don't think that the
Cty could bond itself. | think that ones really a problemthat it's,

it's alnost unable to perform For the same purpose if you want to know
the funds are there you know what the anmount of funds are that Lincoln
El ectric Systemhas in the bank right now and doesn't really nake sense to
say that they're going to have to put over a special ampunt of funds set
asi de for that purpose when you have control of those right now

M. Canp: Wuld there be a way, and you nentioned that the purpose
of these is basically to assure perfornance where you have certain
entities that have had a track record, is there sone objective way that we
could also exenpt themfromthose so that we're trying to really address
the concerns and that is those entities that may not have had a proven
per f or mance?

M. Austin: | think that you could probably, and I guess | kind of
look to Steve Huggenberger a little bit, because so far as Lincoln
El ectric Systemis concerned if you exenpted everyone fromthe insurance
provisions it does not bother us. Fromny own perspective | would say to
you that any of the entities that you are working with and now requiring
this insurance are those which have been in and occupi ed the right-of -way
in some instances for perhaps a 100 years and you haven't had insurance
for it. So, why you now have a conpelling need to have insurance on,
guess, you know, you've probably discussed that anong yourselves, but
alternatively you could, you could provide for sone alternative by way of
assuring that they have adequate funds of self-insurance, net their
financial responsibility in some fashion other than straight insurance.
Yes. | think you could do it. Bonds | woul d understand why you woul d want
that, | mean, | think that the bonding to i nsure future perfornance , but
again, in the context of LES it doesn't make sense because you're trying
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to bond yourself.

M. Shoecraft: W understand, | think, 1 through 7. | think there
was one submitted, No. 8, by LES and then was there another one? Was
there one submitted by Alltel ?

M. Huggenberger: No there was not. There is anendnents 1, 2, & 3
& there are anmendnents 7 & 8.

M. Shoecraft: 1, 2, &3 & 7 & 8.

M. Huggenberger: 4, 5, & 6 were in negotiation and discussion
amendrments that | had with Alltel and Tine Warner, but those never cane
bef ore you.

M. Shoecraft: So, 1, 2, &3 &7 & 8?

M. Huggenberger: Right.

M. Shoecraft: Real quickly.

M. Huggenberger: Anmendrment No. 1 is just a clean up and there was
no opposition to Anendnent No. 1. It adds a coupl e definitions and del etes
sonme wording. The nost significant thing in Arendnent No. 1 is it adds
this sentence, "nothing in this chapter shall be construed to authorize
the placenent of any personal wireless facilities or towers within the
right-of-way.". W wanted to make sure that that was very specific. W
weren't allowing cell towers in the right-of-way pursuant to the right-of-
way ordi nance. Amendnent No. 2 is an anendnent offered by Council man Cook
and | believe it was prelininary and can probably be withdrawn in |ieu of
Amendnent No. 7. Amendnent No. 3 is the Arendnent that | had referred to
| ast week as being inadvertently passed on Cct. 23rd | believe. And, in
lieu of Anendnent No. 7, Amendnment No. 7, or at |east ny suggestion to you
| ast week was to change the language in Item No. 1 on Anendnents 7 to
strike the anended Section 19 and that would take care of your Anendnent
No. 3. Anendnent No. 7 then represents the settlenent between the City,
Al'ltel, and Ti me Warner regardi ng under ground pl acenents that issue al one.
And, Anendnent No. 8 is LES request to be exenpted from sone of the
financial insurance provisions of the right-of-way ordinance.

M. Shoecraft: So, you're saying we can withdraw 2 & 3 then or 2?

M. Huggenberger: | have no, well ...

M. Shoecraft: | think we can withdraw 2 in Iight of 7, Jonathan.

Jonat han Cook, Council nenmber: Ch, certainly and Amendnment 1 we
still need to pass today so we need to pass Amendnent 1, Amendnent 7 and
Anendnent 8 potentially.

M. Shoecraft: Right.

Jeff Fortenberry, Council Menber: Anendrment 8 you have no objection
to or no concern wth?

M. Huggenberger: | don't disagree with anything M. Austin said.

M. Canp: Steve, on No. 8 would you, my concernis just to try to
keep as much as we can in equality anong the private public sector, wth
No. 8 if we went ahead with that woul d you be opposed to, perhaps, in that
sane section of the Tel ecommunications Act adding sonething, not only
would the City be exenpted er accepted, whatever, but also any other

M. Huggenberger: |1'mnot sure | would use the | anguage covenants,
but ...

M. Canmp: O just maintaining it 10 years. | know, | suppose, we

woul d have done sonmething if sonething had been wong during that period.
M. Huggenberger: Certainly we were not concerned about Alltel and
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t he peopl e that have been there a long tinme. M/ concern was, arbitrarily,
letting them off the hook and newconers treating them differently. I
think we can make a basis for treating Alltel differently on sone of the
performance and financial securities. | was anticipating, in the
di scussion that | had with tel ecommuni cati ons providers, there was not so
much obj ection to having the bonds and securities and i nsurance as there
was to objecting to the levels that we were initially requesting. And, we
nodi fied the |l evel significantly. |'msure their preference would be not
to have themat all. M concern was nore the newconers to the right-of-
way. | had anticipated that we would try and work sonet hing out here in
the next 6 nonths to a year to try and figure out how to treat them
differently. W have not done that to date. As with the wreless
ordi nance we are planning to cone back to you probably in February with
sone suggested anendnents. An annual review of that ordinance, we're
t hi nki ng of doing the same thing here. | don't have any objections to the
concept that you're tal king about.

M. Canp: Wuld sonething with the tine frame would that give you
a non-arbitrary type situation?

M. Huggenber ger: I think so. | don't know how to pick a tine
frame, but ...
M. Canp: Well, I'"'msure opened it, but | just again | want to give

fair consideration to those who have been here and have conpli ed.

M. Huggenberger: And, we're all conmmtted to nmaking this work, the
City and Alltel. | nean we don't have a big argunent here.

M. Cook: Concern would be to waiving both insurance and bondi ng
requi renents then for anyone who's been here 10 years?

M. Shoecraft: | don't think you want to go that far do you?

M. Huggenberger: | wasn't necessarily suggesting we would waive
i nsurance requirenents. Sonme of the bonding requirenents nay nmake sense.
Sonme of the financial surety requirenments nmay nmake sense. |'mnot sure

that I woul d have the sanme comment on the i nsurance regardl ess of Alltel's
being here a long tine.

Col een Seng, Council Menber: Steve, Anendnent 1, 7 & 8, correct?

M. Huggenberger: Correct.

M. Shoecraft: Any further comments?

M. Cook: Make sure | understand Councilman Canp's interest here
that was just waiving the bonding requirenents then?

M. Canmp: Well, at first, as nuch as possible | would |like to keep
the field level and so if we're, 1'd like to keep it as nuch as possible
the sane between the City and private providers is my concern. And,
per haps the nmi nt enance of insurance is sonmething that's going to be done
anyway by a private provider. | haven't consulted with themso | don't
know.

M. Cook: Doesn't that seen unfair, though, to any future providers
that nmight come to town that they woul d have to naintain this bonding and
i nsurance or bonding depending on what you chose to waive whereas the
exi sting provider doesn't. |'mnot sure terribly confortable with that.
Waiving it for LES nmakes sense because LES is us and in any case | think
that LES is not getting into direct conpetition. They may |ease lines to
any ot her provider out there whether new or existing. They're not getting
into providing direct services. So, | don't see that the |level playing
field argument necessarily applies here between LES and Alltel. I am
concer ned about you sayi ng, though that, you want sone | evel playing there
where it doesn't apply, but making an unlevel playing field between the
exi sting provider and any new provi der which a new provi der woul d have to
neet these regul ations.

M. Canp: You raise a good point. | guess ny concern is the |eve
playing field while we're dealing with ourselves and the private sector
and trying to keep that as even as possible. Per haps what Steve

Huggenberger was saying, if there is going to be a review of this during
the next 6 to 12 nonths perhaps the thing to do is say please discuss this
and come back to us with something. |If that would be agreeable, | know
that's our discussion here, on the record Joan, | don't want to hold this
up because we've spent an enornmous anount of tinme on this and it sounds
like all parties have come to negotiated agreenments, but | do l|ike that
phi | osophi cal approach that we try to be evenly in our standards what we

expect of ourselves versus the private sector. So, | guess with that if
