DIRECTORS

PARKS & RECREATION DEPARTMENT - Lynn Johnson stated to Council that he
would like to update them on the Talent Plusissue. Mr. Shoecraft stated to Lynn
Johnson please do. Mr. Johnson stated to Council that he thinks there were four issues
that were raised during the Public Hearing on the private dust roads. Mr. Johnson stated
that one of them was the issue of there being atrust interest or potentially atrust interest
in the property. Mr. Johnson stated to Council that they have worked with the Law
Department and also State Title Services and at this point they don’t think there was an
trust interest established, the land was not donated, it was purchased by the City and it
was not purchased with bond money. So, again there was not a trust interest established
at that time, but he thinks that the Mayor said that David Hunter with State Title Services
said there will be some title insurance on it. Mr. Johnson indicated to Council that Mr.
Hunter has done afair amount of research on it and feels comfortable that the City can be
transfer ownership to Talent Plus. Mr. Johnson stated to Council that some of the
funding for this original acquisition came from the sale of Antelope Park property that
was funded on “O” Street [inaudible] so some of that property was sold and that funding
was used to purchase a portion of land out at Holmes Golf Course and now they are using
asmall portion of that to expand the park system again, so thisis not thefirst timeit’s
happened. Mr. Johnson stated to Council that he went back to the records about five
years and it looks like there has been three incidences that he could find that has been
requests for property. Mr. Johnson stated that one of those were in 1996 on West Lincoln
Park at 7" & Dawes that there was a request to declare that property surplus and it was
sold for $30,000 and he thinks two were Humanity houses. Mr. Johnson stated that there
were four lots on the north end of Pine Wood Park back in 1996 there was an individual
asking to purchase those lots and to build a home on them. The neighborhood opposed it,
it was denied by the Planning Commission and it wasn’t brought forth.  Mr. Johnson
stated that the other one was the land that isimmediately west of Roper Park on 1% Street
and that became Cyrilla Court. Mr. Johnson stated so there has been some incidences,
which they take alook at parkland from time to time and evaluated it on a case-by-case
basis and they do go through the public process. Mr. Johnson stated to Council that they
checked with the Core of Engineers and their records are all in boxes right now because
they just moved, but they said that based on the language they have they don’t think the
Core has an interest in this property. Mr. Johnson stated that their interest isin the flood
pool and maintaining a permit use over what would be the flood pool. Mr. Johnson
commented that the Pine Hersh Neighborhood Association had not been involved in the
process. Mr. Johnson stated that there was a meeting last Tuesday evening he thinks with
representatives from Talent Plus and there were five membersthere.  Mr. Johnson stated
to Council that there is still one member of that group who feels very strongly that this
shouldn’t happen and he thinks some of the other members of that group thinksthisisa
positive thing. Mr. Johnson stated to Council if they have any questions that he will
certainly answer any of their questions that they might have about this issue.



Mr. Cook asked Mr. Johnson if Talent Plus has provided any site plans to them
yet. Mr. Johnson indicated to Mr. Cook that thereis a site plan, that actually the
gentleman with Talent Plus who had spoke during a City Council Hearing had obviously
miss spoke. Mr. Johnson stated to Mr. Cook that their site plan shows that they would
like to do an office wing off of their building, that right now thereis about 150 to 200
employees and envisioning going to 300 employees plus additional employee parking.
Ms. Johnson stated to Mr. Johnson so there is going to be buildings. Mr. Johnson stated
to Ms. Johnson that there will be buildings and the model is here and it isavery nice up
scale building. Mr. Cook asked Mr. Johnson if thisis something they can supply to them
before the Council Meeting today. Mayor Wesely stated to Council that he has pictures
of the building that he can get down to them. Mr. Cook stated to Mayor Wesely that
would be great. Mayor Wesely stated to Mr. Cook okay.

Mr. Cook stated to Mr. Johnson arelated thing that they have before them today is
the sign and the regulation change for the O-3 District in regards to signs on buildings
and the size of signs and where there can be lighted signs. Mr. Cook stated that if the
lighted signs are towards residential that is one thing, but perhaps what they over |ooked
wasif it was towards parkland and he is not sure that this would be appropriate. Mr.
Cook stated so this might come up for discussion today of adding an additional condition
of no lighted signs on the side of the building if their within 500 feet of parkland asin this
case. [Mr. Fortenberry’s comments and Mr. Johnson’s comments inaudible]

Dana Roper stated to Mr. Shoecraft that Lynn Johnson said what he was going to
say, that today they will be just declaring it surplus with changing the zone, that if they
reach an agreement on the sale that it will come back to them and the specific terms will
be there for their review. [Mr. Camp’'s commentsinaudible] Mr. Cook stated that the
sale priceis essentially what has been appraised by Doug Thomas and he was wondering
if thiswas correct. Mr. Cook commented that they can’'t sale for less than the fair amount
of the market value. Mr. Johnson stated to Mr. Cook that is correct. Mr. Cook stated that
they could potentially sale it for more if somebody would offer them more, but they can't
saleit for less. [Mr. Camp’s commentsinaudible] Dana Roper stated that basically Parks
are held in trust by the City for the people and if they are trying to sale they may find that
they can't if it isasituation where they hold it in trust. Mr. Roper stated that if someone
has given them the land on the condition they keep it as a park, or if they have bonds that
were issued for the park, or if there has been acommon law dedication of apark. Mr.
Roper stated to Council that for example Cooper Park, when the City was [inaudibl €]
they referred to a park and thiswasthe issuein thislaw suit. Mr. Roper stated if thereis
someone who salesiit, grantsit, or deedsit to them with the clear restriction that it be
used for only park purposes and they accept it; than they hold it in trust and they would
have trouble disposing of it in contrast to what [inaudible]. Mr. Roper stated to Council
that here they haven’t found that, they have looked and they’re looking at 40 year old
records (sometimes 50 year old records) and they haven’t found it. Mr. Roper stated to
Council what they ran across this morning was some discussion that they could apply for
aTitle 7 Housing grant under the Housing Act of 1961 to acquire the large lot and they
don’t know if they ever did, so asfar as the trust issue that they would believe they would



have the authority to sale. Mr. Roper stated to Council that thisis alegitimate issue and
it's going to be the issue at any time that you seek to convey Park property, but so far as
they understand the facts they think they can sale it here, but if they find a new file that
nobody knew about, that may be a different situation. Mr. Camp stated to Mr. Roper just
for clarity on when Lynn Johnson was talking about the proceeds from the sale of
Antelope Park that he was wondering if this was applied to the section of George Holmes
request. Mr. Roper stated to Mr. Camp that George Holmes request was actually to
expand Van Dorn Park and it was just because they were so grateful to him for all the
good things that he had done to the parks and for the dog runs that they decided to name
this new park after him. Mr. Roper stated that as far as they know, they sold the park and
it went into the [inaudible] land acquisition, which iswhat’ s required under the Charter
and so there would be nothing in the chain that would trigger atrust. Mr. Roper stated to
Mr. Camp that the Holmes Park was required by the Army Core of Engineers that the
City paid for part of it and they had an agreement with the Army. But, it was primarily a
flood control project to facilitate it and they reached an agreement with the Department of
the Army that they would do the work. Mr. Roper stated to Council that the City would
pay a certain amount and they would convey it to them and they had conveyed the
property to them, than there are some sections where they have retained ownership and
the City has alicense to operate on it, which will expire in another 13 years. (Mr. Roper
showed Council amap in regards to thisissue) Mr. Roper stated to Mr. Camp that part
of what they have out there is alicense, but they do not own it and the cris-cross areais
not in the deed. Mr. Roper indicated to Council that their problem is trying to make sure
they truly understand the facts and that’ s where they are having some difficulty. Mr.
Roper stated to Council what they know they are comfortable with, but they are not
certain that they know everything. Mr. Roper indicated that there could be this Title 7
Housing Grant that they don’t have and is not on file with the Register of Deeds or the
City Clerk’s Office and if there is something else they haven’t found it yet. [Mr. Camp’s
commentsinaudible] Mr. Roper stated to Mr. Camp that they have talked considerably
and he thinks that he has moved on from him because he wasn’'t providing the answers
that he would had preferred. Ms. Johnson stated to Mr. Roper that he might want to be
prepared to answer those questions later to get it clarified publicly. Mr. Roper stated to
Ms. Johnson okay.

PUBLIC WORKS & UTILITIESDEPARTMENT - [Allan Abbott handed out a
memo to Council regarding Street Sweeping & amap that showed them the direction of
where they are going and the ones that are done] Allan Abbott stated to Council that he
handed out a memo to update them on the street sweeping. Mr. Abbott stated to Council
that basically they have picked up about four times as much stuff this year as they had last
year and they’ re looking into leasing some of thisreally quick to get it done more quickly.
Mr. Abbott stated to Council, so hopefully this memo will give them an update on how
the street sweeping iscoming along. Ms. Johnson asked Mr. Abbott do they have any
safety issues at all. Mr. Abbott stated to Ms. Johnson not to his knowledge. (Copy of this
memo ison filein the City Council Office).

Allan Abbott stated to Council the other thing is that he got a note this morning
about the storm sewer project on 16" Street, which they thought they were going to get
done fairly quickly. Mr. Abbott stated to Council that they found out there is some
conflicts with the sanitary sewer pick ups, so now they have to close 16" Street for about
aweek in order to get the connections made so they can put in the storm sewer systems.
Mr. Abbott stated to Council that he wanted to let them know in case they get any calls
about it. Mr. Abbott indicated to Council that he just got the note this morning.

Ms. McRoy asked Mr. Abbott, if they issued a press release | etting people know
that 16™ Street will be closed for aweek. Mr. Abbott stated to Ms. McRoy that they will
be doing a press release, but he wanted to let them know about it. Mr. Abbott stated to
Council that they will have a detour going over to 13" Street and down to South Street,
but they will be getting thisinformation released. Mr. Abbott stated to Council that he
received this information about 10:00 a.m. this morning.

Allan Abbott stated to Mr. Shoecraft that whenever he wants a quick update or a
response to his question about East “O” Street that he can discuss this issue with them.
Mr. Shoecraft stated to Mr. Abbott that he had this issue on hislist for things to bring up
and he was going to ask him if he has had a chance to look into it to seeif they could
incorporate it without delaying it. Mr. Abbott stated to Mr. Shoecraft that they have
looked into it and they looked into about three options, oneisjust aright turn lane along
the way; or quickly redo it between 48" & 52™ Street, but the conflict would be if they
had to revise it with the Environmental Impact Statement that they have some questions
onit. Mr. Abbott indicated to Council that he hasn’'t gotten an answer on that yet as to
whether or not they have to go back and revise the whole thing. Mr. Abbott indicated to
Mr. Shoecraft to completely redo it asto [inaudibl€e] that it is going to be about $3.5
million, so if they do that they have to find another $3.5 million somewhere in order to
completeit. Mr. Abbott stated to Council that it would make sense to do it now, that
there’ s no argument with that at all, that it isjust a matter of if they can find away to get it
done. Mr. Abbott stated to Council that they are still working on it and they still have a
few questions that needsto be answered. Mr. Abbott commented to Mr. Shoecraft that
again, it is $3.5 million that he mentioned this to him in the hall the other day and your
comment was for four blocks. Mr. Abbott stated to Mr. Shoecraft that the rest of it from
52" Street to 70™ Street is about 18 and that’ s at about $19 million. Mr. Shoecraft stated
to Mr. Abbott so your still looking into it and Mr. Abbott stated that “yes’ heis still
looking into it. Mr. Shoecraft stated to Mr. Abbott okay.

Mayor Don Wesely stated to Council that he was going to mention that the Storm Sewer
Bond issueis up in two weeks and again as with the Women’s Commission none of them can use
officia stationery or any public funds to promote it, but as they talk to folks it would be helpful
to tell them about it.
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Mr. Shoecraft asked Mayor Wesely if there was any projects on the list that Antelope
Valley could [inaudible]. Mr. Abbott indicated to Mr. Shoecraft that “no”there’ s not any
projects on the list, that the Antelope Valley is separate fromit.  Mr. Shoecraft commented to
Mr. Abbott so Antelope Valey will not tear up any of these projects that they are going to be
doing for bonds. Mr. Abbott stated to Mr. Shoecraft that is correct. Mr. Shoecraft stated to Mr.
Abbott okay.

V. CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS
JON CAMP

Mr. Camp asked Allan Abbott if he has gotten the message regarding the street
light at 40th & Normal Boulevard that Dr. Metz complained about it. Mr. Abbott stated
to Mr. Camp that he hasn’'t seenit. Mr. Camp stated to Mr. Abbott that some of this may
relate to the constructions down farther east on South Street. Mr. Abbott stated to Mr.
Camp that he will check into it.

Mr. Camp stated to Allan Abbott the second thing is that he wanted to
compliment his staff on getting 56" & South Street inter-section opened so quickly. Mr.
Camp stated to Mr. Abbott that was really fantastic even with therain.

Mr. Camp asked Allan Abbott if he could do some further checking on the 40"
Street on the plans for the widening. Mr. Camp stated to Mr. Abbott that there was a
letter in the newspaper yesterday. Mr. Abbott stated to Mr. Camp that he saw it and
Mayor Wesely indicated that he has also seenit. Mr. Camp stated that he has had some
people calling about it for the last month and a half and he knows that they have beenin
contact with the staff. Mr. Camp stated to Mr. Abbott that they are claiming more trees
were taken out. Mr. Abbott stated to Mr. Camp that there is afew that keeps saying that
and the only trees that came out was the ones that were just [inaudible] and they had
worked with the Parks & Recreation Department on it. Mr. Abbott stated to Mr. Camp if
they took out any trees because of the widening is one question, but if other trees were
taken out because they were sick was something else. Mr. Abbott stated to Mr. Camp
that they worked very closely with the Parks & Recreation Department and did not
remove anymore than what was necessary. Mr. Abbott stated that he knows there has
been alot of correspondence from afew people aong that area, by enlarge he hasn’t
heard awhole lot of complaints from the people who use the street everyday, which is
unfortunately the ones that don’t writein. Mr. Camp asked Mr. Abbott if he would
check into thisissue for him. Mr. Abbott stated to Mr. Camp that “yes’ he will look into
it.

JEFF FORTENBERRY

Mr. Fortenberry stated to Mayor Wesely that he noticed the program for Trail
Safety and he asked Mayor Wesely if he could explain it alittle more to him. Mayor
Wesely stated to Mr. Fortenberry that it was really kind of interesting, that they had the
Army Reserve come to them and discuss that they need to exercise on the weekends and
while they were out they thought they would run on the trails and maybe they could be
spotters and watch out for them. Mayor Wesely stated to Mr. Fortenberry that the Army
Reserve has arelationship with the Amateur Radio Club and the Army Reserve are going
to be looking for ways to help and a bunch of radio folks will also be helping. Mayor
Wesely stated to Mr. Fortenberry that it will be primarily on weekends because they’re
out anyway and thisis the way for them to track. Mayor Wesely stated that the Police
Department has also been in touch with them and they are happy about it. Mayor Wesely
stated that thisisreally awonderful thing that they're doing and this will help them out.

Mr. Fortenberry stated to Mayor Wesely that thisis agreat idea because this issue
came up during the Wilderness Park Study and even though to his knowledge they have
not had anything series happen on thetrail. Mr. Fortenberry stated to Mayor Wesely that
thisisagreat idea and as they move into a brooder green print plan that thisis a side issue
that he thinks they have to incorporate in and make it work.

Mr. Fortenberry stated to Chief Spadt that he would like to talk with him briefly
after the Director’ s Meeting today. Chief Spadt stated to Mr. Fortenberry okay.

JERRY SHOECRAFT

Mr. Shoecraft stated that Gene Hanlon wanted him to convey to the Council and
everyone else that April 16" through April 22™ is Clean Y our Files Week. Mr. Shoecraft
indicated that he thinks the Mayor also announced it in anews release.

Mr. Cook stated to Chief Casady that he was looking on the website of the liquor
documents and he thought thisis great that all of the private information is covered up
with little blue marks. But, than he noticed there was something kind of strange about it,
so he clicked on the blue marks and he moved them out of theway. So, actually if they
just print it out they will get all of the information including the information that’s
supposed to be blocked out. Mr. Cook stated to Chief Casady that he thinks what might
be best is for someone to photo copy the page, mark it out and than scan it in rather than
trying to do it through technology. Chief Casady stated to Mr. Cook that he will take
care of it and get it corrected.

Mr. Cook stated that he would like to talk briefly with Mike Merwick and Allan
Abbott after the Director’ s Meeting today.

Mr. Fortenberry stated to Mayor Wesely and Kathleen Sellman if they could potentially
comment on thisissue. Mr. Fortenberry stated that they have the change in the signage rules for
the O-3 District and it seems like they are 99% there with the entry, but the other outstanding
issue is whether or not the electronic message centers on monument signs ought to be sent
directly to a Specia Permit.
