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Comprehensive Plan Amendment No. 04011

RESOLUTION NO. A-______________

WHEREAS, the Planning Director, on behalf of Prairie Homes (Trustis Inc.)1

has made application to amend the 2025 Lincoln-Lancaster County Comprehensive Plan to2

change the land designation on the Land Use Map for approximately 70 acres of land south3

of Highway 2 from 75th Street to 84th Street, north of Boone Trail and Amber Hill Road from4

Urban Residential to Commercial for approximately 10 acres on the east side of the property5

adjacent to 84th Street, from Low Density Residential to Urban Residential for the remaining6

approximately 60 acres, and to make associated amendments to the Comprehensive Plan7

and the Southeast Lincoln/Highway 2 Subarea Plan; and8

WHEREAS, the Lincoln City - Lancaster County Planning Commission has9

recommended denial of the requested change from Urban Residential to Commercial and10

has recommended approval of the other requests.11

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of12

Lincoln, Nebraska that the 2025 Lincoln-Lancaster County Comprehensive Plan be and the13

same is hereby amended in the following manner:14

1. Amend the “Lincoln/Lancaster County Land Use Plan”, figure on pages15

F 23 and F 25, to change the land use designation on approximately 60 acres of property16

located south of Highway 2 from 75th Street to 84th Street north of Boone Trail and Amber17

Hill Road from Low Density Residential to Urban Residential as shown on Attachment “A”18

(Proposed Staff Amendment #11 (Exhibit B)) and change other maps accordingly;19

2. Amend the “Future Parks” figure on page F 134 to show a20

Neighborhood Park in the general vicinity, south of Highway 2, west of 84th Street, and north21

of Beals Slough;22

3. Amend the “Southeast Lincoln/Highway 2 Subarea Plan”,  Figures 2 and23

6 on pages 8 and 19 of the Subarea Plan, respectively, as shown on Attachment “B”; and24

4. Amend the “Southeast Lincoln/Highway 2 Subarea Plan”, to add text25

on page 40 to read as follows:  26
