*1. Minutes from Council Members’ “Noon” Meeting of June 21, 2004

Prior to the arrival of the Council Secretary, Chair Werner requestecl a motion to approve
the above-listed minutes. Mr. Werner repor’ce(l at the end of the meeting, upon inquiry from Ms.
Ray, that the minutes had been approve(l unanimously ]oy the Council Members present. (Ms. McRoy
had been absent for the vote)

II. COUNCIL REPORTS ON BOARDS, COMMITTEES, COMMISSIONS AND
CONFERENCES -

1. PRT(Newman) Report presentecl prior to arrival of Council Secretary.

2. CITIZEN’S MEETING (Newman) Ms. Newman was concluding her report as the
Council Secretary arrived. She repor’ced that Chief Spa&t had been the guest spealzer at the
June meeting. Ms. Newman's final remarks regar(ling the meeting indicated that the citizens
had presen’ced Chief Spadt with a 1ong list of needs, including two new fire stations, noting

that it was a very interesting meeting

3. DOWNTOWN LINCOLN BID ASSOCIATION BOARD MEETING (Werner)
Mr. Werner had not attended this meeting, but indicated they had been given a report ]oy the
SRT Committee which was the basic content of the agencla. There had also been a “farewell”
to Jerry Barns, who has left the Cornhusker.

4. DOWNTOWN MASTER PLAN OF LINCOLN - DOWNTOWN ACTION
TEAM (DAT) (Carnp/McRoy/Werner) Mr. Werner reportecl that it had been a very Lasic,
introductory meeting where members were getting to know one another and 1aying out the
guiclelines of what the committee will be doing. There was a sharing of everyone's thoughts
on the issues. The consultants were not there. They’ve hired some consultants out of
Portland (Mr. Werner Lelievecl) and everyone seems to think that this group is the “cat’s

meow” ... so, we'll see. Qur next meeting is Thursday night.



Mr. Friendt asked if this was the committee that was (ioing the additional parizing
stuciy? Mr. Werner answered that it was not, but was the Downtown Master Plan
Committee. He added that there are a ot of peopie who are a little irritated ioy the fact that
there was no one in > P arizing “ or who had parizing expertise, who was a part of this Plan.
So, the parizing stu(iy isa compieteiy separate s’cu(iy -to go aiong with all the other parieing
studies. Mr. Friendt noted that it appears that we order another parizing stuciy every time we
receive the results of an earlier s’cu(iy that are not what we wanted to hear.

Ms. Harrell commented that the issue is complicated because of all of the sub-
elements of the parizing pro]aiems. The issue goes i)eyon(i the space and facilities available
and includes the management and administration of the overall parizing operation for the
downtown area. The duties and responsibilities for this administration are currently divided,
in a somewhat “hocigepodge", compartmentaiizeci manner among several agencies. These
include PW (iaciii’cies maintenance and operation), Finance (monetary operations inciu(iing
tickets and fines), LPD (eniorcement) and, UD (wiiicii attempts to use parleing as an
economic (ieveiopment tooi). This stu(iy is to look at ]oringing all of those (iisparate elements
together and make them function in the best possiloie manner [for the benefit of the City].

8. JOINT BUDGET COMMITTEE (McRoy/Werner) Ms. McRoy reported that the
Council had proioai)iy covered this issue earlier this morning [at the Pre-Council with Ms.
BOGSCll] . But the Council needs to s1gnai their intent to the i)ucige’c office in order to transfer
the funds that we had originaiiy approve(i last year for DayWatcii over to the StarTran
Buciget Once we do tiiis, the finai, iegai paperworiz would be done within the 2004-05
Bu(iget Resolution.

Mr. Werner commented that the JBC had recommended that this transfer be
made [in order to assist those in need of transportation to the City Mission after the closing
of DayWatch|. Ms. McRoy stated, in response to Mr. Friendt’s inquiry as to the possibility
of a(i(iressing this under the Council’s Bu(iget recommendations, that this motion of
*Council Intent’ needed to be done prior to the i)uciget process in order to get the funds
transferred immedia’ceiy - as the need is immediate.

Mr. Roper stated that he would oniy need an indication that there were four
Council Members who would agree that this would be the Council’s intent. The formal action
would be taken at the approvai of the Bu(iget Resolution. Council indicated that there would

be at least four who would agree to this recommendation.



OTHER MEETINGS - Ms. Newman reporte(l that the Community Services Initiative group met
and they think Jchey may be able to getan unduplicatecl count of the homeless population in Lincoln.
So, we're looleing forward to that. Ms. Newman asked Ms. Kiel’cy if the Council needed an upclate
on the Salvation Army, noting that this was exciting news. Ms. Kielty had talked to the CSI group
about the potential for some money coming in fora community center.

Ms. Kielty went on to explain that the Salvation Army can apply for lots of money to get a
community center. She noted that they also need to raise some matching funds as well; but they are,
righ’c now, in the process of 10012ing at an area near Peter Pan Park. Their vision and their hope
would be to build something larger than would fit into the area of Trago Park that we were 1oolzing
at for a central Lincoln Community Center.

They actuaﬂy have three Tiers in their plan. What they’ve done, with the help of community
members, has been to prioritize their needs. In Tier One, we ]oasicaﬂy have what we Need in order
to have the programming; Tier Two are the options we'd Like to have; and Tier Three would be our
Dream List, which includes an in-door ice hoclzey rink and an Olympic size pool. It would be, for
size—comparable sake, the size of Peter Pan Parlz....inclu(ling parlzing. So, what they’re Joing is
1oolzing in that area of town - for a number of reasons. They’re meeting with several commercial
landowners in that area of town right now.

They have met with neighl)orhoo& leaders from the Malone area over to the East Campus.
These neigh]oorlloo&s were very favorable to the idea of lauilcling over there. They liked the concept
a great deal.

Mr. Werner suggestecl that the plan go to the Parks & Rec Aclvisory Board if they intend to
use parlz land for the project. Ms. Harrell noted that there would be a lot of processes that would be
requirecl if that determination were to be made. .

Ms. Newman asked Mr. Werner if he would like to upda’ce everyone on the Multi-modal issue.
Mr. Werner commented that we did report on this last time. He noted that the final report is not
completed yet. He expec’ced it to be out in four to six weeks. He reported that he and Patte, David
Cary and Kent Morgan (Who were involved with the stucly) had met with Marvin Krout, Allan Abbott
and the Mayor. We made a presentation and looked for direction as to where the project would be
going. One of the primary recommendations that came out of the stu(ly is that there be a person...an
advocate...who will be out there going to bat for this concept and these ideas. It shouldn’t be lost in
Public Works or the Planning Department. Mr. Werner stated that the Planning Department and
the Mayor have agreed to a half-time position. Mr. Werner assumed that it would be filled l)y David
Cary.

Ms. Newman commented that the recommendations would be coming forward after Council
is done with the Lu&get, but there will be some changes and some ideas out there.

III.  APPOINTMENTS/REAPPOINTMENTS - Ms. Kielty repor’ced that she would have
a list for Council next week. She added that she had not been able to reach many of the people whose
appointments are coming up. She stated that it looks as though there will be an opening on the
Cable Aclvisory Board and clefinitely one for the Aging Aclvisory Council.

She repor’ced that Jchey did have the person who has been the labor representative on the
Personnel Board going off. Council Members will see in their paclzets this week that the Mayor has
]orought forward Patrick Borer to replace Scott Frogge. There was alsoa resignation from this Board
as Kathy Tabor, who is moving to Des Moines and will also be leaving. So, the Mayor is £orwarc1ing
Hoﬂy Burns name to replace Ms. Tabor on the Personnel Board.
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IV. REQUESTS OF COUNCIL FROM MAYOR - Mr. Bowen commented that he had
a few things to ]oring forward for consideration. He noted that there would be first reading
[introcluction] on the Bond Resolution in the Council Packets Jcoday. The public hearing and action
will be on Monday, the 19&. He explained to Council that this was just an FYT for them.

Regarcling the Buclget, Mzr. Bowen noted that the earlier Council Members can think of their
amendments, the better. If you need Steve to do any calculations - we'd appreciate it if you got
them to him earlier than later. As for the Bu(lget Schedule - we'll be cloing the same format as last
year. We'll have the same space for changes - on the backside, under Council’s picture. Mr. Bowen
stated that Diane will be down in a little while to take the Council’s picture for this year’s pul:)lication.

Mr. Bowen went on to explain the schedule we'll be foﬂowing - Council will make
amendments and vote on the 19”1. On the 20*“ we have copy due to the printer...so, your changes will
be included in this as they were last year. On the 31* of July, we'll distribute it as part of the
“Neighborhood Extra” [a section of the ]ourna/ Star]. On August 3“1, the 1ega1 tab will be printecl
in the regular edition of the ]ourna/ Star. Tt will ... consist of a formal 1egal notice. That is the
schedule. The cost of printing is about the same. Last year it was about $6800 - this year it will be
close to $7,000, because the cost of printing has gone up.

The other thing Mr. Bowen wanted to discuss with Council was the Home Builders appeal filed
on the lawsuit on the impact fees. Mr. Roper indicated that the story, as printe(l in the newspaper,
had been pretty self—explana’cory. Mr. Bowen noted that the City would take a “wait and see” stance
on this issue.

Mr. Cook requeste(l an expectecl time-line on the process. Mr. Roper chuckled enigmaticaﬂy,
but indicated that it would depen& on whether or not the Supreme Court “pulls itup”. He noted that
was a possibility. But, he felt the process time-line could be two years in a 1ong scenario; or a year in
a short scenario and indicated that this is a Lall-parlz estimate.

Mzr. Bowen had one other issue to discuss. He noted that the Mayor would be out of town on
Wednes&ay and requested one of the Council Members to stand in for a proclamation delivery on that
date for the “Journey of Hope” at 3:00 p.m. at the State Capitol. It’s a national bike event. M.
Svoboda (in Mr. Werner's a]osence) volunteered, as Vice-Chair of the Council, to represent the City

at this event.

ADDENDUM:

1. Requested Ordinance Change - Patte Newman (Changing LMC 5.14 RE:

Bowling Centers) Mr. Newman requestecl help from City Attorney, Dana Roper, on
explaining this issue. She noted that a Lowling aﬂey called and wanted to have “teen nights”.
[t’s not as easy as it could be, so this 1egislation is to help that facility togeta special permit
for “teen nightsn. The legislation was worded in such as way as to prevent prol)lems down the
road. If there are prol)lems at this location, the special permit can be revoked.

The other request was for changes in the language - speciﬁcaﬂy (in the inclustry) the
term “ljowling aﬂey” is outdated. It connotes a dark, horrible tl'ling. The person requesting
this legislation asked that the 1anguage be changed to indicate ul)owling centers” rather than
“Lowling aﬂeys’7 in the Lincoln Municipal Code.

Ms. Newman explainecl that she had wanted to present this request to the
Council before having it put on the Agencla for 1 Reacling so everyone can review it and make
sure no “red ﬂags" go up in anyone’s mind before we l)ring this forward.

Mr. Werner asked if this was about aHowing teens to smoke? Mr, Roper stated that
the City has an ordinance that says that if a person is not 16 years of age, that person cannot
be in a place where liquor is served after 9:00 p-m. That is the problem with the Lowling
aﬂeys. So, they are seelzing to have a “teen night" where hquor would not be served so that
[young people] would be able to come in.

We also have new terms requeste(l, because “Lowling alleys" is out-dated. They are
pul)lic loowling centers - and they do not have \aHey87 they have “lanes’.  So, we're also
correcting these out-dated terms.

Mr. Friendt indicated that he would be more clisposecl to support this if it were being
brought forward l)y a group of bowling centers rather than just trying to accommodate an
individual. Ms. Newman commented that she could ask the petitioner if he will ]oring the
industry into the picture. Mr. Friendt ’thought that he would like to have other centers look
at this for a consensus.

Ms. McRoy commented that when the l)owling centers hold a state tournament here
in Lincoln, these facilities Lring in quite a bit of money. So, it would be good economicaﬂy
for the community to up—cla’te the Code.

Ms. Newman commented that she doesn’t know how they’ve gotten around it, but the
centers have held aﬂ—night gradua’tion parties that the City’s high schools organize. A lot of
these functions do take place at Lowling centers. This is something that timely and needs to

be adclressecl.
