MAYOR PRESENTS APRIL AWARD OF EXCELLENCE

Mayor Coleen J. Seng today presented the Mayor’s Award of Excellence for April to Officer Mark Fluitt
of the Lincoln Police Department. The monthly award recognizes City employees who consistently
provide exemplary service and work that demonstrates personal commitment to the City. The award was
presented at the beginning of today’s City Council meeting.

Fluitt was nominated in the category of productivity by Chief Tom Casady and Captain Jon Sundermeier
on behalf of the LPD Awards Committee. Fluitt was named the 2005 Officer of the Year for LPD.
Sundermeier said Fluitt single-handedly cleared 104 warrants and broadcasts in 2004, removing more than
50 offenders from the street and clearing multiple cases. He writes, “During his 21 years as a Lincoln
Police Officer, Mark has demonstrated a tremendous work ethic, self motivation, strong initiative, and
most importantly, highly successful results.”

Chief Casady said Fluitt issued 210 official traffic citations and 128 warning citations; had 136~
misdemeanor arrests and 17 felony- arrests; averaged 66 calls for service a month; and logged more than
15-thousand total minutes of officer assist time. Casady also praised Fluitt’s dedication to physical
fitness, writing that Fluitt is “affectionately known by his co-workers as the fastest man in law
enforcement.” Fluitt has participated in the National and International Law Enforcement Olympics, the
World Police and Fire Games and the Law Enforcement Special Olympics Torch Run across Nebraska

“Officer Fluitt is entirely self-motivated and is driven to succeed for unselfish reasons, systematically
doing his work without the need for recognition and is unpretentious about his accomplishments,” wrote
Casady. “He exemplifies the qualities of the ‘finest’ Lincoln has to offer.”

The other categories in which employees can be nominated are customer relations, loss prevention, safety
and valor. All City employees are eligible for the Mayor’s Award of Excellence except for elected
officials and some managers. Individuals or teams can be nominated by supervisors, peers, subordinates
and the general public. Nomination forms are available from department heads, employee bulletin boards
or the Personnel Department, which oversees the awards program.

All nominations are reviewed by the Mayor’s Award of Excellence Committee, which includes a
representative with each union and a non-union representative appointed by the Mayor. Award winners
receive a $100 U.S. savings bond, a day off with pay and a plaque. Monthly winners are eligible to
receive the annual award, which comes with a $500 U.S. savings bond, two days off with pay and a
plaque. '

SENG ANNOUNCES FEDERAL GRANT TO HELP
WITH 48TH AND “O” REDEVELOPMENT

Mayor Coleen J. Seng announced Tuesday that the City has received a $128,200 federal grant to assess the need
for environmental cleanup at the 48th and “O” street redevelopment area.

The redevelopment area once was the location of several auto dealerships and related businesses. The City sought
a federal grant to determine whether there is contamination remaining from these auto-related businesses that
could find their way into the soil and groundwater.

“This is great news for the heart of our community,” Mayor Seng said. “The support from this grant will help
Lincoln rebuild this area as a thriving center of jobs and commerce.”

The grant is from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s Brownfields Program. Brownfields are properties
where redevelopment or reuse of the land may be complicated by the presence or potential presence of a '
hazardous substance, pollutant or contaminant.

Lincoln will use the funds to conduct site assessments and develop a plan for cleaning up any contaminants.
Lincoln was the only Nebraska community to receive one of the grants announced nationwide on Tuesday. This
is the first EPA Brownfields assessment grant Lincoln has won.

Just two weeks ago, a citizen review committee appointed by Seng began studying three proposals for
redeveloping the area of 48th and “O” streets; two proposals for the north side and one for the south.

After the committee evaluated the proposals, Mayor Seng directed city staff to begin negotiating a redevelopment
agreement for the proposal submitted for the south side of 48th and “O” by West Gate Bank, Runza National Inc.
and Village Development Inc. Those meetings already have begun, Seng said Tuesday.

Meanwhile, the citizen review committee decided to interview representatives of the two proposals for the north
side. The two proposals are from the Seacrest and Kalkowski law firm for Pinnacle Bank, McCombs Commercial
Realty and Hy-Vee; and the DESCO Group of St. Louis. Those interviews will take place soon, Seng said.

“The busy corner of 48th and ‘O’ is right in the middle of Lincoln, and yet it has become one of Lincoln’s most
unproductive locations,” Seng said. “We have to do something about it, and I am glad we were successful in
obtaining this federal assistance to help make that happen.” ‘

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House Begins Action On FY06 Spending Bills
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Congress

House tackles appropriations bills while the
Senate will return to the highway bill next week.
While Senators enjoyed a week-long recess,
House members stayed in Washington and dove
into the FY 2006 appropriations bills this week.
The FY 2006 spending process was smoothed
with the approval of the FY 2006 congressional
budget resolution last week.

One of the first orders of business for the House
and Senate Appropriations Committee Chairmen
once the budget resolution is complete is the
alocation of the $843 hillion in agreed-upon
discretionary spending among the panel’s
subcommittees. House Appropriations
Committee “302(b)” alocations were alocated
this week, and for the most part, they closely
matched the overall spending levels proposed
by the President and allow for few opportunities
outside of the Defense and Homeland Security
Departments for programmatic increases.

The House alocations do not account for the
President’ s proposal to eliminate the Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) program and
17 smaller programs to create an economic
development focused block grant a the
Commerce Department. Under the House
proposal, CDBG would remain under the
jurisdiction of the Transportation-Treasury-HUD
subcommittee.

House members this week aso approved a
conference report for an $82 hillion supplemental
FY 2005 appropriations bill to primarily fund
military operations in Irag and Afghanistan.
However, to the dismay of many Members, the
“emergency war supplemental” measure also
included $240 million for international food
assistance, $907 million in tsunami aid, and $635
million for border security -- al worthy causes
according to some members, but issues that
should be addressed under the traditional
budget process.

The Senate will be back in session next week and
leaders are expecting to approve the
supplemental appropriations bill and continue
what has been slow progress on the surface
transportation reauthorization bill. As has been
the case in recent weeks, action in the Senate
could grind to a hat if Republican leaders
choose to bring a controversial judicia
nomination to the floor and change Senate rules
to bar afilibuster. Democrats are committed to
halting Senate business in response.

On the House floor next week, work is planned
on a hill to increase federal penalties for gang
violence, as well as a measure to adjust the
formulas by which federal Homeland Security
funds are all ocated to states.

Homeland Security

House Appropriations subcommittee slashes
state and local assistance. The Homeland
Security Department Appropriations
Subcommittee approved a $31.9 hillion funding
bill for FY 2006 by voice vote on Wednesday.
Thelegidation allocates $3.6 billion to state and
local grant programs, an 11.6 percent cut from FY
2005 levels. Other highlights of the bill include
(with changes from FY 2005 in parentheses):

< $750 million for the State Homeland
Security Block Grant (-$350 million)

< $1.215 billion for high density urban
areas -- $850 million for urban area
grants, $150 million for rail security,
$150 million for port security, $65
million for other infrastructure
protection (-$15 million)

< $600 million for firefighter assistance
grants (-$115 million)

< $400 million for State and Local Law
Enforcement Terrorism Prevention
Grants (same)
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< $200 million for first responder
training (new)

The bill includes language alowing any FY
2006 funds to be distributed according to
any newly approved formulas as the House
and Senate are both preparing legislation
revising current distribution formula. The
funding level of $19.4 billion for border
protection and immigration enforcement is
a$1.9 hillion increase over fisca year 2005,
and combined with the FY 2005
supplemental appropriation, would pay for
the hiring of 1,500 border patrol agents, 568
Immigration and Customs Enforcement
officers, 3,870 detention beds and new
border security technology.

Thebill aso included $200 million for flood
map modernization and $153 million for the
Emergency Food and Shelter Program at
FEMA. Both recommendations represent
level funding from FY 2005. The FEMA
pre-disaster mitigation fund would be
funded at $150 million, a $50 million
increase from FY 2005.

Democrats on the subcommittee expressed
concern with a provision to provide $5
million to help local police enforce federal
immigration laws and wondered whether
first responder programs have received
adequate funding levels.

Though the subcommittee increased the
department’ s overall budget from FY 2005,
it also includes measures that reprimand
the department for failure to comply with
and respond to Congress in the past. For
example, the Coast Guard modernization
program would receive only $500 million of
its requested $966 million and $310 million
will be withheld from the department until

it satisfies previous Congressional
instructions, such as tripling cargo
inspections.

The full Appropriations Committee is
expected to consider the bill next week,
where amendments will likely be offered to
address concerns mentioned above.

Interior

House subcommittee eliminates LWCFE
stateside grants in FY 2006. The House
Appropriations subcommittee on Interior
and Environment approved its FY 2006
spending hill this week. This makes the
first year that Environmental Protection
Agency programs are under the
jurisdiction of the panel, which
recommended three percent less than FY
2005 for $26.2 hillion total funding in FY
2006.

The subcommittee voted to increase
funding for the EPA by $187 million over
the President’s request for atotal of $47.7
billion, though still a reduction of $318
million from FY 2005. Reports are that the
Brownfields program would receive more
than in FY 2005, athough the total amount
has not been made public by the
subcommittee. Continuing the trend over
the last two fiscal years, the Clean Water
State Revolving Loan Fund will bear the
brunt of EPA budget cuts. The fund was
reduced by $241 million from FY 2005 levels
to $850 million in FY 2006.

To offset increases elsewhere and to stay
within budget constraints, the
subcommittee zeroed out funding for the
Land and Water Conservation Fund
stateside grant program, which is currently
funded at $90 million. Funds for federa
land acquisition under LWCF were aso
reduced to $43 million (- $212 million) to
cover existing costs but no new projects.

The full Appropriations Committee plansto
markup the bill on Tuesday, and no mgjor
changes are expected.

Head Start

State block grants appear dead. Chairman
Michael Castle (R-DE), of the Education
Reform Subcommittee of the House
Education and the Workforce Committee,
unveiled legidlation this week to
reauthorize Head Start.

In a blow to the Bush Administration, the
bill would not allow the states to assume
control of the program. Last year, Castle
narrowly steered legislation through the
House that would have created an eight
state pilot project to assume control over
Head Start despite fierce opposition from
the National Head Start Association, which
represents the approximately 1,600 local
operators of Head Start. The House
approved that bill by a vote of 217-216,
with all Democrats joining 12 Republicans
in opposition to the bill. The bill later died
in the Senate because of disagreements
over the eight-state pilot program.

House Education and the Workforce
Committee Chairman John Boehner (R-OH)
has said he will not pursue the
Administration’s proposal. Instead, in a
press conference to unveil the bill, he said
his focus will be to increase financia
accountability and oversight of Head Start
operators. The new focus arises from a
Genera Accountability Office (GAO) report
commissioned last year by Boehner that
found financial irregularities with 76
percent of Head Start operators.

The bill reflects that focus. It would require
operators to reapply for their grants every
five years with stringent review of their
finances. Operators would also be required
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to establish a governance board to oversee
their activities.

The bill also tries to meet the
Administration’s goa of aigning Head
Start with state curricula. It would also
require Head Start operators to align their
programs with the state K-12 curriculum.
Head Start operators would have to enter
into a memorandum of understanding with
local school districts and demonstrate
through measurable objectives that they
are preparing their students for academic
SUCCESS.

The bill would aso require that at least 50
percent of al Head Start teachers have at
least an undergraduate degree in early
childhood education or a related field by
2010. It would aso require that all Head
Start teachers hired beginning in 2008 have
a least an associate’s degree in early
childhood education or arelated field or be
enrolled in a program expected to lead to
such a degree within three years. Each
Head Start operator would also be required
to create professiona career devel opment
plansfor all teachers.

Neither Castle nor Boehner have scheduled
any action on the bill, but they both have
indicated that they would like to steer it
through the House before the August
recess.

Grant Opportunities

Department of Health and Human
Services, May 4: The Administration for
Children and Families is accepting
applications for the Basic Center Program.
The program targets runaway and
homeless youth, providing outreach
through temporary shelter, counseling,
aftercare and referrals. There is $13.8
million available for 107 awards of
approximately $129,000. The funds have
been alocated by state. Thus, local
governments are encouraged to apply, and
will compete against other applicants
within the state. The deadline to apply is
June 20, 2005. (Federal Register 23175-
23181)

Department of Health and Human
Services, May 4: The Administration for
Children and Families is accepting
applications for Refugee Microenterprise
Development Projects. Aiming to help
refugees to become economicaly self-
sufficient, these projects provide refugees
in a microenterprise  with business
consultation and training, access to
business credit, revolving loan funds, loan-
loss reserve funds, and technica
assistance. There is $1.2 million available
for awards averaging $200,000. Thereis no
cost-share. The deadline is July 5, 2005.
(Federal Register 23216-23219)

Department of Health and Human
Services: The Administration for Children
and Families is accepting applications for
the Assets for Independence Demonstration
Program. The program targets low-income
people, and aims to assist them in
becoming economically self-sufficient by
teaching them about economic and
consumer issues and enabling them to
establish matched savings accounts
known as Individual Development
Accounts (IDA) to save for a first home,
business, or higher education. Thereis $18
million available for 50 to 60 awards, and
the required match is 50 percent. The
deadline is June 15, 2005. For more
information, see
www.acf.hhs.gov/grants/open/HHS-2005-
ACF-OCS-EI-0053.html.

Corporationfor National and Community
Service, April 29: The Corporation for
Nationa and Community  Service
announces funding for the Next Generation
Grants. The purpose of these grants is to
foster the next generation of national
service organizations by providing seed
money to organizations proposing new
projects or programs that have the
potential to become national in scope.
These grants will fund innovative
strategies that effectively engage adults
age 50+ in part-time and full-time service
opportunities and improving the lives of
disadvantaged youth through service and
mentoring.

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“A” FOR LINCOLN’S AIR

Lincoln has been rated among the 25 cleanest cities for ozone emissions by the American
Lung Association’s State of the Air 2005. The annual report gave Lincoln an “A” for air quality.

Ozone exists high in the atmosphere or it can be created by pollution near the ground.
Atmospheric ozone protects the earth from the harmful effects of the sun. Ozone is an air
pollutant when it is created at ground level. It is harmful to breathe, damages crops, vegetation,
and forms smog. The saying to remember is, “Ozone is good up high but bad nearby.”

Harmful, ground level ozone can cause lung problems. Ozone can worsen bronchitis,
emphysema, and asthma. These conditions are particularly dangerous among the elderly and the
young. Children with asthma are at great risk. Ozone pollution has been linked to heart attacks.
People who exercise or work outside can become seriously ill.

Although Lincoln has consistently achieved a good score in the area of 0zone emissions, over
65% of the ozone air pollution in Lancaster County comes from private vehicles, gas powered
lawn and garden equipment, and heavy equipment. According to the Lincoln-Lancaster County
Health Department, residents can help protect Lincoln’s air quality by:

* Drive less (walk, bike, or combine trips),

» Fuel vehicles early in morning or later in evening,

* Do not “top off” the tank (when the nozzle shuts off, stop), and

» Use electric powered lawn and garden tools.

Pfizer Inc is hosting its annual Household Hazardous Waste Collection and third Latex Paint Exchange for
the public on Saturday, May 21, from 9:00 AM to 1:00 PM at 601 West Cornhusker Highway. Because of Pfizer’s
community focus and desire to help with environmental issues, the company is once again sharing the responsibility
for this event. The collection is for households only; business waste will not be accepted.

Only homeowners may bring good, useable latex paint to the paint exchange. However, anyone, including
business owners, crafters, artists, teachers, schools, etc., may select from the paints and stains brought in. The paint
must mix when strirred, not be lumpy and not have been frozen. The material must be in its original can with the
original label intact and readable and the can should be at least three-fourths full.

“We really appreciate Pfizer’s partnership in protecting public health and the environment in our
community. Over the last seven years, Pfizer has helped collect and pay for the recycling and disposal of over
67,746 pounds of hazardous waste from households in Lincoln and Lancaster County,” said Beth Mann, with the
Health Department’s Household Hazardous Waste Program. “With Pfizer again including the Latex Paint Exchange
this year, homeowners have an opportunity to dispose of good usable paint and others will be able to take paint
home for their own use.”

Banned chemicals such as Diazinon, Dursban, DD T, and Chlordane should be brought to the collection.
Citizens are also encouraged to bring other old pesticides, solvents such as mineral spirits, turpentine, and paint
thinner, oil-based paints, mercury containing items, and items containing PCBs such as ballasts from old fluorescent
lamps, and small capacitors from old appliances.

Items that cannot be brought to the collection, but can be recycled in Lincoln, include batteries, automotive

oil, antifreeze, fire extinguishers, propane tanks, gas cylinders, mercury thermostats, computers and monitors. Also,
medicines, fertilizers, explosives or ammunition will not be accepted at the collection. For information on disposal

HEALTH DIRECTOR’S OFFICE

The Health Director continues to meet with the Lancaster County Medical Society, City of
Lincoln and Lancaster County officials, and Peoples Health Center regarding transitioning
chronically ill patients to the Peoples Hedth Center, SSI Supplement Insurance Issues and the
Generd Assistance Pilot Project.

The Health Director continues participation in the Leadership Lincoln’s Lincoln Executive
Series. Topicsin April included Lincoln: Our Hedth, Our Educational Systems and Our Human
Services. Commencement for the Lincoln Executivesis scheduled for May 5, 1005.

The Mayor’s 2004 Award of Excellence was presented on April 18, 2005 at the Lincoln City
Council Meeting. Recipients were Leon Marquart, Health Department, Dave Bomberger, Parks
& Recresation, and Jay Edmiston, Public Works.  They were honored for their work on the West
Nile Virus Program during the summer of 2003.

The Department’ s professional staff hosted a luncheon on April 26™ for the support staff in honor
of Administrative ProfessonasDay.

ASSISTANT HEALTH DIRECTOR

- The Assistant Health Director will prepare an update for the Board of Health on the
progress/status of the Department’ s Strategic Plan. This update will include comments and
discussion regarding Mobilizing for Action for Planning and Partnerships (MAPP). The MAPP
process will also request input from everyone that participated in our May, 2002 Strategic Plan
plus approximately 40 additional stakeholders of the locd public health system. Thiswill bea
priority project with major ramifications for the Department as well as the community.

- The Department continues to help support the AED project. Lincoln Fire and Rescue maintains
an AED registry for the community and there are nearly 125 AEDs registered on that site.
Lincoln and Lancaster County are starting to see good progress with AED placement. We are
getting ready to launch the “ Adopt An AED Program” next month.

— The Assistant Director represents the Department on the Health Partners Initiative Project.
Wende Baker is the Executive Director and our current program partnerships arethe
Neighborhood Service Exchange and Physical Fitness. This partnership allows the Heelth
Department to assure that important priority public health projects are carried out in the
community without having to fund them directly or staff them.

— Approximately 300 individuals attended the Awards Banquet on April 12. Thisisup about 70
from last year. We aso had 110 attendees at the afternoon public health conference and another
70 attendees at the luncheon at Vaentino's. Department staff received several positive
comments and feedback from the community. Dr. Caldwell’stalk was very well received and
our rapport with the Dutchess County Health Department will continue well into the future.

- The Assisant Director continues to represent the Department in the community. He will become
Immediate Past President of the Human Services Federation in May and President of Matt
Talbott Kitchen and Outreach in September. He also attended the United Way funders meeting
on April 19"

- The Department recently completed a video for staff and others to use to better understand how
to access trandation and interpretation services interna and external to the Department. The
video along with a printed instruction sheet was distributed at the April 22" All Staff Meeting.

Building Expansion Update

- Approximately 125 people attended the Ground Breaking Ceremony on April 6, 2005 at 3:00
p.m. A reception followed in the Training Center.

- The northwest parking ot has been rebuilt and resurfaced. The lot will be accessible for use the
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first week in May. Construction on the south lots will begin when the northwest lot is reopened.

The excavation for the new building east of the existing building is continuing. Footings are
being poured and basement walls are being set.

Continuing to meet with the office design staff and contractors to determine the interior materials
including system furniture, office and conference room furniture and fixture needs. Staff are aso
reviewing equipment needs and coordinating with Department and City Information Technol ogy
staff.

Diabetes Funding Group

The Community Diabetes Project will be submitting two proposals to the Community Health
Endowment for funding due May 6, 2005. Notification of funding will be early June for a
projected start date of July 1, 2005.

A request to Union Bank for assistance with the Community Diabetes Project was funded.
The Lincoln Journal Star agreed to provider year-long coverage of the Community Diabetes

Project and associated diabetes activities. Mark Andersen, reporter, and Dior Azcuy,
photographer, will be the primary staff assigned to cover the diabetes project and activities.

ANIMAL CONTROL

In March, Animal Control Officers responded to 1,790 requests for services (requiring 1,961
visits or investigations) which included 37 bites and 11 attack investigations, 52 injured animal
rescues, 67 cruelty/neglect investigations, 145 dead animal pickups, 20 home deliveries of at
large animals, 18 wildlife removals, and 452 license/rabies vaccination follow ups. Asof March
31, Animal Control Officers have responded to 10,729 callsin FY 2005 as compared to 12,729
for the same period in FY 2004 or a decrease of 12.9% due primarily to areduction in license
follow ups. Past winter weather has contributed to the decrease in calls.

A total of 283 animals (170 dogs, 110 cats, and 3 other animals) were impounded in February.
Y ear to date, the number of impounded animals is 4.6% lower than the same period last year.
The average claim rate of impounded animals at the shelter is 40.2%.

Additionally, 5,393 licenses were sold or issued, 112 lost and found reports were taken, and
3,487 phone calls for service, animal complaints, or information were handled or processed.
Legal action taken by Officersin February was the issuance of 56 court citation and 523
warning/defect tickets.

Animal Control Officer DeMon Wimes completed his testimony on March 23 in the court case
involving Ricky Meyer, the owner of the 145 cats impounded last year. One Police Officer also
completed histestimony. A second Police Officer and Anima Control Manager are scheduled to
testify again on April 20. The judge is to make a determination if Animal Control made an illegal
search. The County Attorney filed an additional 7 cruelty chargesto the 4 previoudly filed.
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These are all state statute violations with a $1,000 fine.

- Re-contacts were made with parties who have expressed an interest in providing or contracting
kenneling services for the City of Lincoln. All expressed some degree of interest, but one party
had to decline due to business needs. The Animal Control Manager went to a Humane Society of
United States conferencein Atlanta, GA. He atended workshops on shelter design/operations,
disease control, and community contracts.

— Animal Control Officersinvestigated two animal abandonment/dumping cases. The first
occurred when Officer Cheryl Bomberger responded toacall a 2™ and L. A citizen had found a
book bag with two cats. Both cats were friendly and heathy, but stressed. They were taken to
the Shelter. The second incident occurred in Woods Park. An employee of the Health
Department noted two Cockatiels walking around a trash container. The investigating Officer
Jesse Dunn found a bird cage in the trash container from which the birds must have escaped.
Their wings had been clipped so they could not fly off. Thetwo Cockatiels were taken to the
Shelter.

- The Animal Control Field Supervisor, Scott Lowry, and Animal Control Officer I, DeMon

Wimes, attended a 3 day workshop on Incident Command for Disasters at the Lincoln National
Guard Base.

WIC PROGRAM SERVICES

- WIC staff served 3,196 clients for the month of March. Participation by WIC clients for the
month of March increased by 5% as a result of more appointment times being available with the
addition of 2 part time dietitians, allowing WIC to be fully staffed for the first time in many
months.

- The WIC program continues to make strides to increase breast-feeding rates among WIC
mothers. Current data for the last half of 2004 shows a breast-feeding initiation rate of 69%
which isasdlight increase over the previous year’ sinitiation rate of 68%.

— Four dental hygiene students from UNMC College of Dentistry rotated through the dental clinic.

- One dental assisting student from Southeast Community College rotated through the dental
clinic.

ENVIRONMENTAL PUBLIC HEALTH

AIR QUALITY PROGRAM

- Staff reviewed (2) outdoor smoking area building plans.

- Indoor air quality investigations included: residential mold; Lincoln Fire & Rescue water leak

damage and mold; and amercury spill from a blood pressure cuff break in adoctor’sclinicin
north Lincoln. The spill was confined to one exam room and cleanup and clearance took two

days.
- Outdoor air quality source inspections were conducted at UNL City Campus Power Plant, UNL

East Campus Power Plant, BryanL GH East Power Plant, BryanL GH West Power Plant, Fabric
Care Center, Parker Hannifin, Williams Cleaners, and Sunshine Cleaners.

— 741 hours of Carbon Monoxide (CO) sampling were conducted. 15 PM2.5 samples were taken.
All werewithin the National Ambient Air Quality Standards.

- The Davey Ozone monitoring site was set up. The Aethalometer (measures small breathable
particul ate matter) is continuing to collect data at the BNSF rail yardsin West Lincoln.

- The air quality index (AQI) was added to the LLCHD website to inform the public of what the
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ambient air conditions are on adaily basisin Lincoln.

CHILDREN’S ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH

- 36 child care providers were trained on how their health affects quality child care.

- I1Iness prevention training was provided to 20 Head Start staff in collaboration with the
Communicable Disease Division, with focus on implementing exclusion guidelines.

- The consultant met with University Child Care, Agape, Merry Manor, Trinity, Children’s Place
and Highlands. Highlightsincluded: Agapeimplemented an orientation training policy and is
working on safe food handling. Highlandswrote afield trip safety palicy.

- The Senior Environmental Health Educator convened an internd committeeto plan a public
awareness campaign on fencing requirementsfor family swimming pools. A letter will be sent to
local businesses who sell pools asking them to post information on family swimming pool
fencing and safety. We aso will be doing follow-up visits to the stores and devel oping outreach
to child care centers. Family Swimming Pool Safety activities are planned for Earth Day on
April 22 and Ultimate SAFE Kids Day on May 6.

EMERGENCY RESPONSE

- Responsesinclude: 6 abandoned drums, asbestos dumping, improper pesticide disposal, a
research laboratory with abandoned chemicals (see Land Use Planning highlight page), adiesel
spill into awaterway, aleaking gas pump, and 2 meth labs.

- Two staff members attended the Certified Hazardous Materials Manager review course in Omaha
and took the Certification exam. One staff member attended Weapons of Mass Destruction
training for EMS providers, staff had annual respirator fit testing, attended a mutual aid meeting,
1 USAR training, 2 MMRS meetings, HAZWOPER refresher training, 3 meetings with law
enforcement. Staff modified the emergency response clean-up contract.

FOOD PROGRAM

- Staff conducted an on site Level 11 food handler class at the Downtown Lincoln Association for
vendors participating in the upcoming Celebrate Lincoln Event.

- 34 complaints on food establishments were received, with 5 reports of possible foodborne
ilInesses.

- An inspection at Exotica 2441 North 48" Street determined the facility was an immediate threat
to public health and the Body Art Establishment Permit was suspended. The Body Art
Practitioner Permit of Jarrod Springer was suspended for numerous violations of LMC 8.08.

— An adminigrative hearing was held with Boston Market to resolve continuing food safety
problems. The regional management worked with local staff to address issues quickly, thus
avoiding a suspension.
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— 1037 foodhandlers were trained in good hygiene and sanitary practice.

— Piezano’swas called in to discuss repeated food safety violations. It was stressed that corrections
to several ongoing violations must be completed by the times specified. Followup inspections
will be conducted.

WASTE MANAGEMENT
- Staff approved plans and funding for 15 neighborhood cleanups and 20 public area cleanups.

- Staff met with the Executive Director of the Downtown Lincoln Association (DLA) and the
Health Promotion Manager to discuss options to reduce cigarette litter problems downtown.

- The “Read the Labe and Safe Use” displays were presented to 100 people at UNL’s African
American Family Summit. Staff presented Read the Label, “ Safe House and Word Up” games
and physical hazards of hazardous materials at the Earth Wellness Festival.

- Pfizer has again agreed to enter into a contract to saff and pay for aHHW Collection event in
May.

- The HHW 2005 collection schedule, HHW Guide, Paint Brochure, Lawn Care Brochure,
Automotive Recycling, and Battery Recycling were sent to village clerks, waste/recycling
companies, realty companies, fire stations, volunteer fire departments, paint stores, veterinarians,
pharmacies and health care professional's, and neighborhood associations.

- There were 150 solid waste nuisance complaints received. 20 referrals were made for illegal
dumping dean-ups along County roadsi des.

- Staff provided technical assistance on: waste testing and characterization(3), disposal of diesel
contaminated soils, concrete curing compounds, dental mercury waste, lighting waste(5), filters
from alab with RCRA regulated chromium, Barium Sulfate/X-ray contrast solution disposal,
infectious waste disposal, paper filter disposal and dry cdeaning solvent disposal.

- LLCHD investigated 5 properties in the core areafor health code violations of Lincoln Municipal
Code (LMC) related to the Free-To-Grow program and 13 Problem Resolution Team properties.

WATER QUALITY
- Staff presented "M osquitoes, Midges, and Mites, Oh My!" at the Earth Wellness Festival.

- Staff provided consultation to awell driller attempting to site awater well on a small existing lot
on which legal setbacks could not be met. A variance will be needed.

- Staff gave two presentations at the West-Central Mosquito and Vector Control Association
"Assessng Economic Costs and Health Effects for Lancaster County, NE, Residents with
Clinical West Nile Virus Infection in 2003" was the keynote presentation and keen interest was
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expressed by the 165 attendees representing 6 states. The second presentation, "Cost Benefits of
Ground Applied Anvil 2+2 Against Culex Tarsalisin Lincoln, NE", was areview of control
measures taken by the City of Lincoln to suppress West Nile Virusin 2003.

— LLCHD, in cooperation with the City Parks and Recreation Department, sponsored a mosquito
control equipment demonstration for Lancaster County communities interested in starting or
expanding mosquito control efforts.

- Staff temporarily dosed 3 spas for failing to have required disinfectant residuals.

- Staff inspected severa “high risk” industrial facilities for compliance with the City of Lincoln’s
National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)

PUBLIC HEALTH & LAND USE PLANNING

— Staff conducted (27) land-use reviews and provided written comments to the Planning
Department.

Land-Use Reviews of Note

- A special permit application proposed to establish a child care facility in an existing industrial
zone. LLCHD opposed this application due to concerns relative to the types of uses alowed
within industrial zoning. While early childhood care facilities are allowed by special permit
within industrial zones, historically LLCHD has only approved of these applicationsif the child
care facility is associated with an existing or proposed business that will provide child care for
employees. This specific special permit application proposed a“ stand-alone” child care that was
not programmed to be associated with an existing or proposed business. After making contact
with the Planning Department and the applicant, the special permit application was withdrawn.

- A preliminary plat application for aresdential development located northeast from a
manufacturing facility was reviewed. LLCHD expressed concerns relative to generation of odor
complaints from the emission of volatile organic compounds from the manufacturing facility.
LLCHD iscurrently in the process of meeting with the Planning Department and the devel oper
regarding this proposed devel opment.

— A Community Unit Plan (CUP) application for a proposed rural development was reviewed.
Geographic Information System (GIS) records identified an eight inch high pressure underground
petroleum pipeline on the eastern edge of this proposed development. In the event of aspill or
leak of aflammable liquid, the United States Department of Transportation’s 2000 Emergency
Response Guidebook recommends immediately establishing an isolation area of at least 80 to 160
feet in dl directions to protect public health. While there are no current regulations that prohibit
the location of occupied structures within certain distances of underground petroleum pipelines,
LLCHD recommended that occupied structures not be located within the 160 feet of this pipeline.
At the very least, prospective buyers of the lots should be informed regarding the presence of the
underground petroleum pipeline and the LLCHD’ s recommended 160 foot buffer.

- LLCHD Emergency Response saff were called to a building in an industrid area (zoned 1-2) by a
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Sheriffs Deputy that was assisting a property with an eviction due to concerns about hazardous
chemicals. The building had been used as a composite materials research and devel opment
laboratory. Composite chemistry involves many extremely toxic and highly reactive chemicals.
Staff conducted athorough inspection with Building & Safety, Bureau of Fire Prevention to
assure immediate danger was not posed by leaking or spilled chemicads or by reactive chemicals
undergoing reaction! Staff assisted the building owner by identifying knowledgeable peoplein
our local industries that could help assess the situation, and make recommendations on options
for reuse and proper disposal. This situation highlights the dilemma posed by the current zoning
code, which allows other usesin I-2 areas. Case in point, directly west of the building used for
the laboratory is a children’s gymnastics facility and north is a place of public gathering. The lab
had hundreds of chemicals, including those that posed immediate hedth risk if released to the air,
explosive hazards, reactive creating fire hazard, and one chemical that is listed asaWMD
(weapon of mass destruction).

HEALTH DATA & EVALUATION

- The Division Managers of Health Data and Evaluation and Information and Fiscal Management
and the GI S specialist met with the consultants selected to work towards a Master GIS Plan for
the City. In addition to the interview, a 25-page questionnaire was completed and returned. The
City’sgoa isto haveaMaster GIS Plan report early this summer. The primary objectiveis
devise away to share the various geospatia databases, and to support departments with their GIS
software and hardware purchases, applications and training.

- The Division Managers of Health Data and Evaluation and Information and Fiscal Management
along with the Assistant Health Director, and the Epidemiology staff, all met with a couple of the
City’s Information Services staff to develop the on-line survey to be used initially with the Local
Public Health Assessment portion of the MAPP (Mobilizing for Action through Planning and
Partnerships). It is the hope of both LLCHD and IS that on-line questionnaires can be created and
utilized to capture information quickly and efficiently, and the MAPP survey is one of the first
attempts to do so.

- The HDE Manager, EPI and GIS staff arereviewing and prioritizing the information to be made
available both internally and externally to decide what format to make common data requests
accessible to department staff and other interested parties. In addition, regular meetings between
HDE and IFM staff are being held to coordinate joint data devel opment projects.

- The Division has now finalized contracts to produce 2005 Y RBS and BRFSS; and hospital
discharge datafor 2003. The costs of these contracts continue to rise, but they remain vital data
sources for the LLCHD.

- The MAPP process will be amajor focus of the HDE Manager and the EPI staff in the next
several months and the Division will continue to be involved in ongoing evaluation and joint
planning efforts (Community Diabetes, Land Use Planning) undertaken by the department.

COMMUNICABLE DISEASE
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- The Communicable Disease program discontinued Flu activity surveillance in the community
after the 2" week in April. Flu activity in the community peaked during the week of February
26" and gradually declined each week through the early part of April.

— Program Supervisor and the BT Emergency Response Coordinator attended a three day incident
management course at the Air National Guard base. The course included a tabletop exercise on
the | ast day.

- Both the BT Emergency Response Coordinator and the program Supervisor attended a meeting to
discuss with PHAN and others a State Public Health Nursing Disaster Response Team.

- Staff worked with Children’s Environmental Health staff to investigate acase of E-coli inan
infant who attended a child care. Investigation found no other cases. The child care facility was
monitored on adaily basis for two weeks.

- Staff investigated two probable Norovirus situations. One in a child care and another in along
term care facility. Theillnesswas limited and all individuals recovered.

- Staff attended a two-day Bioterrorism Symposium put on by the UNMC Bioterrorism Training
Center.

- The Department’s M ass Clinic Committee continues to meet and do planning.

- Staff participated in Child Care training for Head Start program regarding communicabl e disease
and excluson policies

— Staff members viewed a CDC web-based program on clinical presentations related to chemical
Bioterrorism.

GRANTS/SPECIAL PROJECTS
Immunization Action Program (IAP)

- Laurel Erickson has been hired as the IAP Program Coordinator. Laurel is currently employed in
the Department in the Dental Division.

Perinatal Hepatitis B Program (PHBP)

— Lindsay Carnahan, R.N. has been hired as the Program Coordinator for the Perinatal Hepatitis B
Program. Lindsay is currently employed at the Department in the Community Health Services
Division.

TB Program

— Follow-up TB testing was done rdated to anew TB case. Thisinvolved two worksites.
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A total of 14 consultations on TB were provided in March to staff, local health care providers and
the public.

The TB Program Coordinator worked with clinic staff to develop and implement procedures for
the distribution of medication for clients with latent TB infections (LTBI) under the State’ s new
protocols.

MMRS (Metropolitan Medical Response System)

Three decontamination tents were deployed to the three hospitalsin Lincoln.

The Lincoln MMRS Coordinator served as an evaduator for the Omaha exercise, " Secure Metro."
The MMRS Coordinator evaluated the hazmat response and the overdl "event."” The MMRS
Coordinator was considered a technical expert on response and planning associated with the
hazardous materials and medical portion of the exercise. Thiswas atwo-day exercise.

MMRS provided equipment and supplies for drills and training in Beatrice and at St. Elizabeth
Hospital. Equipment and supplies were Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), training filter
canisters and training gear, as well as computers and projectors.

MMRS received PPE kitsfor the Lincoln Airport Police. This completes the acquistion of PPE
for al law enforcement servicesin Lancaster County (excluding NE State Patrol and UNL Police
Dept. - these are taken care of by the State)

MMRS received the giant Alaska Shelter. This provides the first link in the ability to provide
long-term alternate medical care facilities, isolation, command podgs, and staging areas. The unit
is currently housed in the original shipping crates at LFR Station 11 until the cargo trailers are
procured.

The MMRS Coordinator participated in the planning for the first annual Lancaster County Mutua
Aid Mini Fire School. This one day event was held March 26. Future events will have a broader
course offering and may be multiple days.

The MMRS Coordinator met with the State HRSA Grant Coordinator to discuss the next project
and funding which will begin in August 2005. The Lincoln MM RS needs to complete purchases
from the current project funding provided through the State BT contract, and the supplementa
funds. Thisfunding will provide additional isolation and negative pressure equipment, and
additional suppliesfor the hospitalsin the Lincoln MMRS area. HRSA has proposed adding an
additiond $50,000 to the next project to help defray the costs of having the Lincoln MMRS
coordinate even more of the hospitalsin the southeast Nebraskaarea. This could be used to hire
additiond staff, purchase staff time from current employees and for adminigtrative costs.

EPI/GIS

Saff analyzed BRFSS 2001, 2002, 2003 datafor diabetes, high blood pressure, disability days
and access to health care by income, gender, race and education.
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Injury related death data among 0-14 age group from 1999 to 2003 was provided to HPO.
Staff continue to work on MAPP online query tool and Mail Databases for the MAPP process.
A 2004 neighborhood health care survey was provided to Health Partners Initiative.

Created maps and analysis of 0-4 age group regarding falls injury data 2000-2002 for HPO.
Staff analyzed 45 days databasefor Early Devel opment Services Coordination.

Staff attended the Forensic Epidemiol ogy conference.

The BT Annual Conferencein Lincoln was attended by severd staff members.

The Assigant Epidemiologist attended the CSI meeting with the Assistant Health Director to
discuss data issues with their |eadership team.

Crash Outcome Data Evaluation System (CODES)

Staff completed development of the web application (in ASP.NET) for making the datareadily
available to usersincluding law enforcement, educators, planners, neighborhood associations, and
others who would use local CODES data to reduce traffic related injury throughout the period
October 1, 2004 to September 30, 2005.

Development of the ASP.NET tool, and decoding of the CODES M S Access database for the
online query tool, has been completed and is now in the testing stage to check for errors on the
internal server.

An internal meeting within the HDE Division was held to discuss the possible modifications and
improvements regarding the variables and graphs to make the Online Query Tool more efficient
to fit the LLCHD’ sinternal needs and other related agencies.

The changes suggested by the HDE team, which include combining variables and working on the
options to make the CODES query tool more user friendly, was completed. The data results
displayed will be more clear and easy to understand to the users.

Staff continue preparation and delivery of customized presentations for specific groups such as
SAFE KIDS Coadlition, City planners, Emergency Management, school administration, and others
who will use this datato prevent injuries. All participantswill receive instruction on how to
access and interpret local CODES data from the web throughout the period October 1, 2004 to
September 30, 2005.

HDE staff provided datato SAFE KIDS Pedestrian, Motor V ehicle Transportation and Bicycle
task forces.

QUALITY IMPROVEMENT
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The Quality Improvement Coordinator attended the annua Public Health Day afternoon
workshop and the Heartland Diabetes Conferencein Y ork, NE.

QI Coordinator contacted the Human Resources Vice President at St Francis Medical Center in
Grand Island in preparation for QI Workshop Day 3 on "How to eliminate waste and re-work,"
originally scheduled for May 5 & 6. Thismay change as efforts to focus more on Competencies
in the future rather than doing the QI workshop cyde aswe have been doing it in the past. We
continue to work on the logistics.

Served as a Quality Ambassador for ASQ as a Certified Qudity Manager for the State Quality
Award through the Department of Economic Development and the National Quality Award
through the State Department of Economics. Helped with one of their all-day workshops, doing
some presentation work.

Worked with Quality Improvement Council especially in relation to the 10 Essentia Public
Health Services.

Worked with EPH: Household Hazardous Waste Collection on some translation and program
evaluation.

The Quality Improvement Coordinator continues involvement with the Community Diabetes
Prevention Project, including all 3 of the subcommittees. Prevention, Screening & Referral, and
Treatment & Management. Program eval uation activities have started. A small report was sent to
the State Diabetes Program of early outputs of the coalition.

Staff continue developing Logic Model(s) for al of the groups to help with program
measurement and evaluation. Also, one overdl Logic Model for the whole coalition. All 3
groups are actively involved in pursuing objectives and in carrying forward their activities.

Staff continue to work with SnitilyCarr on various projects rd ated to prevention of diabetes,
including the toolkit/toolbox of media products, including a website for the Community Diabetes
Prevention Project.

The production of the Trandlation/Interpretation video is complete. The video is scheduled for
showing at All Staff.

The QI Coordinator served as lead preceptor regarding Quality Improvement/Quality
Management for some RN to BSN Wesleyan students for their Leadership and Management
Class. The Coordinator has been working with Early Childhood Development Network, Clinic,
Communicable Diseases, | & R, Home & Community-based nurses, Access Medicaid, etc. to
facilitate this.

Staff he ped with some projects for Home & Community-based Nursing related to the Hispanic
population.

The project with Environmental Public Health Division regarding Water Quality Standards has
begun and promisesto require afairly high amount of involvement.

The QI Coordinator did Qudity Coaching and Program Evaluation activities with the Mobile
Health Clinic.

HEALTH PROMOTION & OUTREACH
ADOLESCENT AND FAMILY HEALTH
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The Health Department is collaborating with Saint Elizabeth and BryanL GH to provide the
community with tobacco cessation programs through May of 2005. 74 people have participated
in free cessation classes offered by Saint Elizabeth and 27 people are currently participating in the
INTERXVENT program a BryanL GH.

Work continues on the transition of implementing the Lincoln Smoking Regulation Act (LSRA).
Staff participated in meetings with community groups, City and State agencies, and private

busi nesses about issues such as: media and smoke-free air promotion, cigarette buitt litter
control, and economic impact studies.

Staff continue to participate in the State Incentive Cooperative Agreement (SICA) process for
Lancaster County. The Health Department is providing technical assistance with the Saving
Lives program and Alcohol Counter-Advertising Campaign implementation. Letters are being
developed and media ads are being printed to send hometo all parents of high school seniorsin
Lincoln during April. Chief Casady of LPD will sign the letter. It will include information about
the dangers of underage drinking and outline the laws and penalties of providing alcohol to
minors.

Staff are leading a small group as part of the Teen Pregnancy Prevention Coalition to plan a
Parent/Teen Forum to bring parents and teens together to talk about what is going on with drug
use and sexual activity with young people in Lancaster County. The event will be held on May
19 at BryanLGH West and will include a panel of professionals and parents, informational
booths, and youth exhibits depicting mediainfluences. May is National Teen Pregnancy
Awareness Month and the Coalition is devel oping media messages including a series of
postcards with eye opening facts that will be mailed to local elected officials and lavmakers.

We are seeking funding and community support to better promote the radio program “The
Parent’s Journal.” The parenting resource has been airing on KZUM for nearly ayear and has
received very positive feedback. It isthe goal of KZUM and the Health Department to continue
the show for at least one more year to expose more parents, grandparents, caregivers, etc.
exposed to the resource. lvanna Cone (alocal business) has signed on as a sponsor and we will
be working out some promotional partnerships.

We are working on a grant proposal with LPS to help expand their young families program.
Programming would be offered to fill service gapsin identifying and providing service for teen
fathers.

Staff met with aquatic staff from Parks and Rec. to discuss strategies on how to reduce and/or
prevent youth risk behaviors by lifeguards. New policies, training, and hiring requirements were
discussed. Thisisin conjunction with the developmental assets program.

Staff participated with LPS Head Start Excite Program’s Family Festival at the Children’s
Museum this month. 38 smoking cessation quit kits were distributed along with material on
resources in the community.

Staff participated in the Lakeview CLC Health Fair thismonth. Materia regarding the
Fatherhood Coalition, the Parent’ s Journal, and Developmental Assets was distributed to over
100 family membersin attendance.

CHRONIC DISEASE & EVERY WOMAN MATTERS

Lifestyle Intervention Activities: 48 women were successfully contacted during March. 40
women currently participate in the program, 12 of whom are involved or committed to participate
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in ABC’ s for Good Health classes. Thismonth 4 women completed the 6-month lifestyle
intervention program.

- An EWM program presentation was given to 10 women a a United Methodist Women’s Group;
a presentation on Healthy Lifestyles was given to 17 people at LAP; an orientation was givento a
UNMC nursing student on the EWM program, community demographics and outreach efforts;
and staff continue to provide services at the monthly LAP Clinic With a Heart, 5 women were
given information and 2 application packets

- EWM program information and networking were done at the KZUM International Women's Day
Celebration. EWM information will be provided to Immigration and Naturalization Services for
distribution to appropriate women.

- English and Vietnamese EWM brochureswill be digtributed through the Lincoln Interfaith
Council. The Interim Director requested brochures that he will also distribute to the African
Cultural Center.

- Staff attended the 2005 EWM Outreach and Case Management Summit. This conference
included information on cultural competency, primary prevention (hedthy diet, physical activity
and stress reduction), secondary prevention (diabetes, colorectal cancer and breast cancer
screenings) and tertiary prevention (diagnosis and treatment of Human Papillomavirus (HPV)
and arthritis.

- A letter of intent for reapplication for continuation funding for “Comprehensive Screening and
Education Projects” was submitted to NHSS. LLCHD has received notification that funding will
be decreased 25% for the next year and that intervention activitieswill be elimination from this
grant. Although assurance has been given that intervention activities will be continued, it is not
clear asto whether competitive grant funding will be available.

- Healthy Lifestyle Support Project: A presentation on Colorectal Cancer was given to 11 women
who attended the Healthy Women for a Lifetime group. This was augmented by a presentation
on high fiber foods given by the dietetic intern. Samples of high fiber foods were available for
women to try.

— Caalition for Older Adult Promotion (COAHP): 35 members returned surveys for the Coalition.
Most membersfelt the Coalition is adhering to its purpose and i ndicated that networking,
awareness of community resources and programs at meetings were most beneficial for their
business/profession. The Program Committee is using the list of program suggestionsto plan the
2006 Meeting/Program Schedule. The next program on April 15 will be on nutrition for older
adults.

- Mobile Health Clinic: 3 screening clinics were conducted on the MHC during March. This
included one diabetic clinic, one adult health dinic and one women’s health clinic. 9 people
were seen at F St. Rec, 6 at Walgreen’sand 11 at Fresh Start. 23 of the 26 clients seen had
elevated clinical results or at least one health risk factor identified. Asthe BMI’'s of women at
Fresh Start were very high, staff suggested a presentation on walking and development of a
walking activity, especialy asthe location is so close to the bike trail. Mike Heyl will provide
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technical expertise to this project with Fresh Start. 7 tobacco Quit Kits were also given out at the
Fresh Start site.

- Lincoln Lancaster County Crusade Againg Colorectal Cancer: March Colorectal Cancer Month
activities were discussed at the monthly Crusade meeting. An extensve mediacampaign is
underway which has resulted in much positive publicity. 554 FOBT Kkits have been distributed
through 14 pharmacy sites, various WorkWell companies, the Mobile Health Clinic, Health
Fairs, Speaker Bureau events and Health Stations. 182 FOBT kits were tested through March of
this FY (October 1, 2004 — Sept 30, 2005). Six tests were positive. (Thisis comparable to
activity at the end of March 2004.) 50 physician offices are participating in afaxed col orectal
cancer quiz educational effort. Successful offices are eligible for aweekly drawing for bagels
and cream cheese. A CEU presentation on Colorectal Cancer: Prevention & Treatment, co-
sponsored by the Crusade and LCMS, targeted staff at physician offices, WorkWell and members
of the COAHP.

— An orientation was provided for the Home and Community Section of CHS regarding the
Crusade for Colorectal Cancer. PHN staff will assist with the distribution of FOBT kits through
Health Stations.

- Women Tobacco and Cancer: The distribution of Quit Kit effort continues to be coordinated
with the Tobacco Program. 220 Quit Kits have been distributed through Presumptive Eligibility
Clinics, the Mobile Health Clinic, Healthy Lifestyle classes, Targeting In On Cancer events and
tobacco cessation presentations. Additional Quit Kitswill be made with the funding remaining
in this grant. Evduation of the effectiveness of the quit kits continues.

- Comprehensive Cancer: Staff attended the Nebraska C.A.R.E.S Advisory Committee. Program,
grant and legislative updates were presented as well as planning for formalizing the Advisory
Committee with bylaws, regular meetings and standing committees. The 10 work groups will
continue to work on development and implementation of goals and strategies. A first Annual
Cancer Conference will be October 13, 2005.

— Skin Cancer Screening: Two skin cancer screenings were done on the MHC at WorkWell
companies. At Lincoln Electric System, 29 clients were seen and 4 referrals were made and at
Security Financial Life, 34 clients were screened with O referrals indicated.

— A presentation on LLCHD programs and services was given to approximately 60 staff at LAP.

- Staff participated in the Nebraska Heart Disease & Stroke State Plan meeting. Subgroups
developed strategies for 6 proposed objectives that include Leadership, Surveillance &
Evaluation, Quality of Care, Accessto Care, Detection & Early Response and Secondary
Prevention & Management of Risk Factors. Primary prevention objectives related to nutrition
and activity will be included in the Nebraska Physical Activity and Nutrition State Plan.

EARLY DEVELOPMENT SERVICES COORDINATION

- During the month of March 2005, there were 67 referrals made to the Early Development
Services Coordination Program. Of the 67 referral's, 26 were younger than 2 years of age
(program target population). In comparison, the average number of referrals for the month of
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March for the past nine years (Sept. 1995- August 2004 time period) is 34. These referrals were
received from: parents - 24; physicians - 9; other health - 6; other agency - 25 (2 CPS/16
CAPTA); and E.D. transfer - 3. Reasons for referral include the following concerns
speech/language/hearing - 35; hearing only - O; overall development - 8; motor - 3; diagnosed
condition - 5; behavior - 5; and substantiated abuse/neglect - 11. Ages at referral: lessthan 1
year - 12; 1-2 years - 14; 2-3 years - 24; and 3 years (eligibleto 8/31) - 17.

Services Coordination Program Activities and Community Linkages: 1) Program public
awareness materials were provided to Access Medicaid staff on 3-2-05 for distribution at ateen
program located at Lincoln High School. 2) Program public awareness materials were provided
to the University Child Care Center on 3-18-05 for distribution to staff and families. 3) Program
public awareness materials were provided to a community child care provider on 3-18-05 for
distribution to families and others. 4) The Respite Provider Training (sponsored by the Lincoln
Early Childhood Planning Region Team) coordinated by our Program was held on March 7, 14,
& 21, 2005 at Lincoln-Lancaster County Health Department and had 31 participants attend. A
public awareness display table was provided at thistraining. 5) Our Program is coordinating a
child care provider training titled “ Zippity Do Da, Zippity Y eah! Sing the Behavior Monster
Away!” presented by Lincoln Public Schools staff on 5-21-05 at BryanL GH Medical Plaza,
sponsored by the Lincoln Early Childhood Planning Region Team. Flyersfor the upcoming
training will be sent to local child care providers/centers, local respite providers, churches, and
other community partners. 6) Program information and public awvareness materials to share with
teens and staff were provided to the Y WCA Teen Program on 3-23-05. 7) The Early
Development Network (EDN)10™ Anniversary kick off involving public awareness activities
began this March, which includes 3 billboards (3-10-05) in the Lincoln area, television broadcast
of 30 second EDN ad on KOLN/KGIN CBS 10 & 11 (3-14 through 4-15-05), and an ad was
placed in the Lincoln Journal Star’s Health & Medical Guide on 3-14-05, which is sponsored by
the Nebraska ChildFind Program.

HEALTHY HOMES

Healthy Homes began in August 1993. Sincethen we have had 2,357 familiesreferred to
Healthy Homes. 135 families are actively participating, 150 families are in process of being
contacted. Wereceived 24 new referrals this month. The number of contacts to our participating
families made by Healthy Homes staff in the month included: 119 home visits, 304 telephone
contacts, and 99 accompany dients to physician visits/other community services and agencies.

INJURY PREVENTION

Staff and SAFE KIDS Coalition Co-Chair, Susan Epps, met with Scheels All Sports Manager to
discuss working together on injury prevention efforts addressing sports injury, bike and water
safety, and the Ultimate SAFE KIDS Day. Scheels is making generous cash, product and staff
contributions to the SAFE KIDS efforts.

The Department received $18,500 from the National SAFE KIDS Campaign/USFA to reduce
residential fires among high-risk populations in census tracts with highest rates of residential
fires. Lincoln-Lancaster County SAFE KIDS Codlition is partnering with Lincoln Fire &
Rescue, St. Elizabeth Regional Medical Center Burn Unit, and Hedthy Homes outreach workers
to conduct these efforts. A Community Health Education student intern has been hired with
grant funds to ass st in coordinating these efforts.

Staff are working with EPH staff and HD& E Manager to develop a public information and
education campaign to increase awareness of the Municipal Code requiring proper fencing
enclosures of al pools 18 inches or deeper. The campaign will utilize SAFE KIDS Coalition
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relationships with B107.3 and KLKN TV, and ask retailers selling pools to display education
materids and a copy of the code next to pools on the shelves.

Staff met with members of all the Kiwanis Clubs of Lincoln to discuss enhancing and expanding
the Elementary School Bike Rodeo Program. SAFE KIDS/Injury Prevention Program intern,
Dusty Spaulding, will spend time recruiting schools and integrating additiond safety components
into the rodeo course.

LINCOLN ON THE MOVE

Planning has begun for the media event that will kick-off the start of Lincoln in Motion, the new
physical activity coalition. Working in cooperation with Health Partners Initiative and other
organizations from across the City, a website and a slogan/logo have been devel oped and will be
announced at a press conference at the Cooper Y MCA on Saturday, April 23.

There are now 10 elementary schoolsin Lincoln providing Walking School Buses as part of
“Walking Wednesdays” for children to walk home from school. Over 100 children are
participating at one elementary school alone. That school, Clinton, was the focus of atelevision
spot on Channel 8, the Lincoln ABC affiliate, on Wednesday, April 6 and was repeated on
Thursday, April 7.

Training for the Summer Food Program was offered by the Nebraska Dept. of Education on
March 15. Thistraining was mandatory for all organizations applying for site sponsor status.
This summer will be the 25" year that LLCHD has organized SFP activitiesin Lincoln. The
process of hiring staff for the program has begun.

Staff assisted by taking calls from across the state as a part of an NETV specia on childhood
obesity on that aired live on March 17. Various calls were taken regarding weight management
issues, resources available to communities, legidation regarding school lunches and vending
machines, and physcal activity.

Staff has been working with specialists from Lincoln Public Schools in making a grant
application to the Community Health Endowment from LPS for a mini-grant focusing on
physical activity and nutrition habits of middle-school aged children. When the fundingis
received, staff will provide technical support to middle school student councils as they work on
policy and environmenta changes to encourage greater usage of school lunch programs and
increased levels of physical activity among their peers.

Staff provided a program on women's cardiovascular health issues to 24 people at the Lincoln
Action Program on March 29.

TOBACCO

Tobacco prevention staff presented to 18 students and staff at Elliott School on March 28; 150
students (8 presentstions) at Waverly School; 115 students and teachers at the Earth Wellness
Festivd on March 24; 80 students and saff at Immaculate Heart School on April 2; and 10 youth
at Maone Center, Inc. Staff participated in a health fair at Lakeview School on April 8.

Staff have made visits to contact persons in parochial and county schools and the LPS Nurse
Coordinator and Health Curriculum Coordinator with the latest tobacco information and the
Home Sweet Home newsletter and smoke-free home and vehicle clings and cessation class
information.
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- The Lincoln Police Department conducted atobacco retailer compliance check on March 15 with
a 19.4% non-compliance rate (6 sales out of 31 stops). The Lancaster County Sheriff’s
Department conducted a tobacco retailer compliance check on March 22 with a 3.7% non-
compliance rate (1 sale out of 27 stops).

— Staff devel oped the Enjoy Smoke-free Lincoln flier. Many of these will be provided to the
Convention & Visitor’ s Bureau for inclusion in packets sent to individuals and organizations.

WORKWELL

— WorkWell hosted a seminar for member businesses on sleep and sleep patterns for shift workers.
This program was very well attended by businesses and addressed many health and safety related
ISSUes.

- WorkWell staff have been busy with filming and scripting the video presentation for the Board of
Health Awards. In addition, staff have created an annual report that will be on the tables at the
banquet and have help deveop and garner sponsorship for the banquet program.

| want to respond to your comments regarding this item, which | read in the City Council's information
packet last week. At the Planning Commission hearing on this item which you viewed, a Commissioner
asked the staffer handling this application to indicate how the area would be served by public schools.
She indicated that there is an existing school in the Highlands neighborhood, Fredstrom, that Lincoln
owns land for a proposed school in the Fallbrook neighborhood, and that a school on that site could well
be in the next school bond program.

The preliminary plat for a portion of Fallbrook yet to be develop indicates a school site, and LPS holds title
to the land. LPS also owns land at North 14th and Alvo; however, this land is not annexed into the city
limits and is not part of a plat where the land is indicated as a school site. LPS land holdings are a matter
of public record. Generally, LPS develops land that they buy in advance, although occasionally they have
traded or sold the land and developed elsewhere.

We do work with the administration at LPS on coordinating their plans with the city plans for growth and
infrastructure, and we sometimes act as facilitators when developers are planning their projects in an area
where we know LPS may have an interest in locating a new school. But we do not advocate or campaign
for specific school sites, and we do not have any better idea than you do if or when or how LPS is going to
put together a bond program. | am sorry that you formed a different impression based on viewing the
replay of the Planning Commission hearing.

Please find enclosed a map of the segment of Fletcher Road from North 14" Street to North
27* Street that is proposed in Comprehensive Plan Amendment 05005 to be downgraded in
the Comprehensive Plan from a 4-lane Minor Arterial to a 2-lane Collector Street. The
enclosed map wiil be used at the May 18, 2005 special public hearing of the Planning
Commission for the Annual Review to help explain the issues related to this amendment.

The Staff Report for this Comprehensive Plan Amendment recommends denial of the
proposed downgrade in status of Fletcher Road. The map intends to help explain the
various reasons for this recommendation to deny including:

° Current and planned land uses along Fletcher Avenue between 14™ and
27" Streets include commercial uses that need to be served by an arterial
roadway with limited access points and increased capacity to better
handle growing traffic demands.

] Projected daily traffic volumes for this segment of Fletcher Avenue are in
excess of 20,000 vehicles per day. Such a level of traffic necessitates an
arterial roadway cross-section with 4 lanes + turn lanes.

L If downgraded to a facility with collector status, Fletcher would not be able
to handle this projected traffic. The excess traffic would be pushed into
the adjacent local street system, especially onto Folkways Boulevard
which would act as an alternate thru-street, thus increasing negative traffic
impacts on adjacent neighborhoods. '

L The necessary street right-of-way has been obtained and is established
for the currently planned alignment of Fletcher as a 4 lane + turn lane
arterial facility. A portion of Fletcher is already constructed to 4-lanes
from North 27" Street to Telluride Drive, and the existing segment west of
Telluride Drive has been built as a 2-lane offset section that will
accommodate the future 4-lane section when needed. Also, design work
has commenced for the portion of Fletcher east of 14" Street as a 4-lane
roadway. There is also additional green space along this corridor that buffers
the neighborhood from this future 4-lane facility.

You probably already know that each department was
instructed to present a list of possible cuts that could be implemented to save money in the next fiscal
year. However, the Mayor has only just begun to review the ideas suggested to her by the department
directors and she is weeks away from knowing how the package will be put together. Therefore, the
information you have received is both premature and incorrect. At the present time, StarTran is
examining reducing some mid-day service or the first and last runs as options to reduce costs. There has
been no discussion of eliminating a route or HandiVan services.

Please know that the Mayor is well aware of the impact cuts in city services have on people in the
community. However, city services cost money and taxes also are a very serious concern. These often
conflicting goals - providing the services wanted while keeping taxes under control - must be balanced
each year.

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At a time when city funds are very tight, LIBA would encourage the
City Council and Mayor {o look closely at the city’s health insurance
benefit program.

The City of Lincoln currently provides 78% of the health insurance
costs for employees on the family coverage and 98% of the health
insurance costs for employees on individual coverage. The
percentages are slightly higher for firefighters.

LIBA would like you to consider negotiating with the Labor Unions to
pay a flat 78% for all health insurance plans.

While this change would increase the cost to those on the individual
plan, this change is family friendly! This change does not increase
the costs for family coverage. If implemented, it would save the city
of Lincoln approximately $522,000 per year without making changes
to deductibles or the plan itself.

The State of Nebraska currently has an insurance program that pays
a flat 79% for all insurance plans.

LPS has 2,450 employees enrolled in health insurance coverage.
Depending on the employee group and the deductible chosen, the
District's contribution toward health insurance equates to 69% to 86%
of the single premium and 25% to 32% of the family premium. The
“Teacher Group” at LPS receives an additional fringe benefit which
they can apply toward their insurance costs. Even including this
benefit, the family coverage would only be paid at 55%. Other
employees of LPS are not eligible for this additional benefit.

A 2005 survey of a Lincoln insurance company shows that among
200 Lincoln businesses, they are paying an average of 0% of family

-and/or dependent health insurance. Looking at 200 businesses

statewide, the average paid by the business was also 0% for family
and/or dependent coverage.
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Failure to timely address the current plan may result in costs growing
completely out of hand which will require a major overhaul and
redesign of the complete system. We understand the city currently
has received 10 responses to its health insurance RFP and some of
these may result in a change to the system. '

Again, this proposal does not change the over-all health insurance
plan, deductibles, or co-pays. It is family friendly, and with the cost
savings, this may help save jobs.

CONSTRUCTION ON 84;1‘_1-1 STREET PROGRESSING SOUTH

Construction on the 84th Street iraffic safety and storm sewer improvements is resuming
southward, requiring a series of closures beginning May 16th. The closures Are necessary 1o
allow for the instaliation of a 48-inch water main through the intersection of 84th and Old
Cheney Road, as well as the relocation of two majar gas mains in that imtersection.

“We must take full advantage of peak construction season, so we are asking motorists for their
continued patience as we become mare aggressive toward completion of all street lanes on this
complicated project this fall,” said Karl Fredrickson, Directar of the City Public Works and
Utilities Department. “Our goal is to have the entire project area apen to traffic by December,
barring bad weather and vnforeseen complications.” Fredrickson said some temparary lane
restrictions will be necessary until mid-2006 for work on retaining walls, sidewalks, street Lights

and seeding.

The continued widening of 84th Street south of Montello Road began in March 2004. The
improvementis include three separate projects in a four-mile area from Montello Road ta Amber
Hill Road. The construction has been completed from Chency Ridge Road soath.

Because local access within the project area will change several times over the nexi few
months, motorists are encouraged to view the latest information and maps on the City Web
site at lincaln.me.gov (keyword: 84th).

On May 16 (weather perminting), the intersection of 84th Street and Old Cheney will close for
ahout twe weeks. Current clasures in the project area are Pagoda Lane at Pioneers Beoulevard
and B4th Street between Old Cheney Road and Pianeers Boulevard, Residents along Pagada
Lane, Mardarin Cirele and Kathy Lane can connect to 84ih Street and Pioneers Boulevard by
going east on Pioneer Greens Drive, which then veers north to Picneers Boulevard., East-west
traffic can crass B4th Sirect ai both Mandarin Circle and Kathy Lane locations. '
