WHEREAS, the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Neb. Rev. Stat. § 13-801, et seq.,1

permits local government units to cooperate with other such units to make the most efficient2

use of their powers on the basis of mutual advantage; and3

WHEREAS, the City of Lincoln, Nebraska (City) and the Lincoln/Lancaster County4

Railroad Transportation Safety District (District) desire to cooperate in the design and5

construction activities for the railroad-roadway crossing safety improvements and/or6

installation of directional horns where required at existing railroad crossings at Park7

Boulevard, South Street, Pioneers Boulevard, Old Cheney Road, South 14th Street and8

Saltillo Road for the purpose of establishing a Quiet Zone at those locations in the City9

(herein the “South Lincoln Quiet Zone Project”).  10

for the South Lincoln Quiet Zone Project and has budgeted and authorized the expenditure12

of funds for such project.
