Enhancements – A project update regarding our scanning request: 

 

Our Subject Matter Experts had a conference call with Accela’s Product Development and Consulting team.  We 

have requested that scanning is available at the time we are working with a permit or record type.  Embedding this 

function within the Accela product will be a welcome improvement as we currently have to work with scanned 

objects after the fact.  We are appreciative of Accela’s willingness to consider making these types of 

improvements to the product; we feel this is a win-win situation.  Today Accela’s functionality is on the backend 

of the process as it interacts with document management systems.   So, in the future when you are working with 

an Accela record type you just might be able to scan a document and have it be appended to the record at the 

“point-of-record”.
