The incorporated town plans are displayed on this figure. In many circumstances
the land use categories in the town plans were different from the categories used
in the Lincoln Lancaster County Plan, so some adjustments were made for the
purposes of this display. These communities and their specific adopted plans
should be consulted as the source for decisions within their zoning jurisdictions.
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
