The partial eclipse begins just
after 11:30 am and will end by
2:30 pm. Totality will occur just
after 1:00 pm in Lincoln and will
range in length from almost 2
minutes in the most southern
edge of Lincoln to only a few
seconds in the northeast corner
of town. A blanket to lay down
or a lawn chair to recline in is
recommended as the sun will be
high in the sky during this event.
