The developers revised the plan to
relocate the VASH facility more
central to the campus, behind (east
of) the former doctors and nurses
residences.

They also revised the building design to reduce its height by a story and to diminish
the appearance of length of the building by offsetting the building near its mid-point.
A stronger entrance feature was introduced. The revised design also is more
reflective of rooflines, window patterns, and massing of the historic buildings on the
