UTILITY PERMIT REQUIREMENTS

1)
The applicant shall furnish Lancaster Engineering Department (444 Cherrycreek Road, Building C, Lincoln, NE  68528) with a Certificate of Insurance in accordance with the insurance requirements contained in this permit before starting any work on County right-of-way.

2)
The applicant, or his contractor, shall contact the local utility companies and request location of any buried utilities.  Damage to any utilities, either on County right-of-way or adjacent to County right-of-way, shall be repaired at the expense of the applicant or his contractor.

3)
Future road construction work could necessitate relocation of utilities.  Those utility relocation costs shall be borne by the utility owner.

4)
Areas disturbed by construction shall be restored to pre-construction condition as much as practical.  This includes compaction of the backfill to a density equal to or greater than the surrounding soil, replacing road and driveway surfacing materials lost during construction, and seeding of the disturbed areas.

5)
Trees in the right-of-way shall be preserved wherever possible.  Trees and brush removed to facilitate construction shall be properly disposed of.

6)
Paved road crossings shall be dry bored.

7)
All trenches shall be backfilled the same day trench was excavated except for the portion where the work is to be continued the next day.  The portion left open for work continuation shall be protected by barricades with flashing lights at night.  No open trenches in the roadway will be allowed overnight.

8)
All barricading, flagmen, warning signs, etc. shall conform to the current Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

9) No equipment shall be left unattended on public right-of-way.  No trenches shall be left open after working hours.  No equipment shall block traffic control devices.  If necessary, flagmen shall be required.

TYPICAL CROSS SECTION OF ROAD CROSSING

NOTES:
1)
This type of crossing to be made at all public roads.

2)
Within traveled portion of unimproved roadways, all open cut crossings to be backfilled with material excavated from trench.  No sand or crushed rock backfill will be allowed.  Backfill density to be equal to or greater than surrounding soil.

3)
Paved road crossings shall be dry bored.

4)
Roads may be closed for a maximum of 12 hours.  No trench shall be left open overnight.

5)
Three Type III barricades w/Type A flashing lights shall be placed on each side of construction site.  "Road Closed" (R11-2) signs shall be mounted on the middle barricade on each side of the construction site.  At the nearest intersection each way from crossing a "Road Closed ________ Miles ahead -- Local Traffic Only" (R11-3) sign shall be placed.

All pipe and encasements to conform with State Highway Standards.

INSURANCE FOR CONSTRUCTING UTILITIES ON COUNTY RIGHT-OF-WAY

The Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless LANCASTER COUNTY, Nebraska from and against all losses, claims, damages, and expenses, including attorney's fees, arising out of or resulting from the performance of the Contract that results in bodily injury, sickness, disease, death, or to injury to or destruction of tangible property, including the loss of use resulting therefrom and is caused in whole or in part by the Contractor, any subcontractor, any directly or indirectly employed by any of them or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable.  This section will not require the Contractor to indemnify or hold harmless LANCASTER COUNTY for any losses, claims, damages, and expenses arising out of or resulting from the negligence of LANCASTER COUNTY, Nebraska.

Contractor shall not commence work under this Contract until he has obtained all insurance required under this Section and such insurance has been approved by LANCASTER COUNTY, nor shall the Contractor allow any subcontractor to commence work on his subcontract until all similar insurance required of the subcontractor has been so obtained and approved.

A.  Workmen's Compensation Insurance and Employer's               Liability Insurance
The Contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of this Contract the applicable statutory Workmen's Compensation Insurance with an insurance company authorized to write such insurance in this state covering all his employees, and in the case of any work sublet, the Contractor shall require the subcontractor similarly to provide statutory Workmen's Compensation Insurance for the latter's employees.  The Contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of this Contract, Employer's Liability Insurance with a limit of $100,000 in an insurance company authorized to write such insurance in all states where the Contractor will have employees located in the performance of this Contract, and the Contractor shall require each of his subcontractors similarly to maintain common law liability insurance on his employees.

B.  Public Liability Insurance
1.  The Contractor shall maintain during the life of this Contract, Public Liability Insurance, naming and protecting him and LANCASTER COUNTY, its officials, employees andvolunteers as insureds, against claims for damages resulting from (a) bodily injury, including wrongful death, (b) personal injury liability, and (c) property damage which may arise from operations under this Contract whether such operations be by himself or by any subcontractor or anyone directly or indirectly employed by either of them.  The minimum acceptable limits of liability to be proved by such insurance shall be as follows:

2.  The Public Liability Insurance required by the preceding paragraph shall include the following extensions of coverage:

a.  The coverage shall be provided under a  Commercial General Liability form or similar thereto.

b.  X.C.U. Coverage - If the Contract requires any work procedures involving blasting, excavating, tunneling or other underground work, the liability coverage shall include Standard Blasting or Explosion Coverage, Standard Collapse Coverage, and Standard Underground Coverages commonly referred to as XCU Property Damage Liability.

c.  The property damage coverage shall include a Broad Form        Property Damage Endorsement or similar thereto.

d.  Contractual Liability coverage shall be included.

e.  Products Liability and/or Completed Operations coverage          shall be included.

f.  Personal Injury Liability coverage shall be included.

C.  Automobile Liability Insurance
The Contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of the Contract such Automobile Liability Insurance as shall protect him against claims for damages resulting from bodily injury, including wrongful death, and property damage which may arise from the operations of any owned, hired, or non-owned automobiles used by or for him in any capacity in connection with the carrying out of this Contract.  The minimum acceptable limits of liability to be provided by such Automobile Liability Insurance shall be as follows:

D.  Builder's Risk Insurance  (For Building Construction                 Contracts Only)

Unless otherwise specified where buildings are to be constructed under this Contract, the Contractor shall provide and maintain fire, extended coverage, vandalism, and malicious mischief insurance, covering such building in an amount equal to one-hundred percent (100%) of the Contract amount (minimum), as specified herein.

Losses, if any, shall be made payable to LANCASTER COUNTY and Contractor as their interest may appear.  A Certificate of Insurance evidencing such insurance coverage shall be filed with LANCASTER COUNTY by the time work on the building begins and such insurance shall be subjected the approval of LANCASTER COUNTY.

E.  Minimum Scope of Insurance
All Liability Insurance policies shall be written on an "occurrence" basis only.  All insurance coverages are to be placed with insurers authorized to do business in the State of Nebraska, and must be placed with an insurer that has an A.M. Best's Rating of no less than A:VII unless specific approval has been granted by LANCASTER COUNTY.

F.  Certificate of Insurance
All Certificates of Insurance shall be filed with LANCASTER COUNTY on the standard ACORD CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE form showing the specific limits of insurance coverage required by the preceding sections A, B, C, D, and showing LANCASTER COUNTY is an additional insured.  Such certificate shall specifically state that insurance policies are to be endorsed to require the insurer to provide LANCASTER COUNTY thirty (30) days notice of cancellation, non-renewal or any material reduction of insurance coverage.
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
